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Abstract

Although public participation has grown enormously in Thailand due to rising pressure
from the public, this practice often fails to solve environmental problems and social conflicts.
The results of the process have not been able to satisfy the public and stakeholders. The
question of how to be sure that the participation process is effective and results in desirable
outcomes seems to be vital in the Thai context. Thus, there is an essential need to develop
knowledge of how to improve public participation to ensure the acceptance of its processes
and outcomes. The Public Participation Handbook: Making Better Decisions through Citizen
Involvement by James L. Creighton includes all of the important aspects and details of the
public participation process. It provides directions for designing a participation process, selecting
public participation techniques, making a consensus, and evaluating the processes. Thus, it is
worthwhile conducting a critical review of this book in order to make recommendations to
improve the practice of the public participation process in Thailand. From reviewing the book,
it could be concluded that when done correctly, public participation can improve the quality
of decisions. Well-managed public participation can increase the legitimacy of decisions in the
eyes of stakeholders and all of those affected by them, which makes it more likely that the
decisions will be implemented effectively. Finally, it could be said that this book covers all of
the details, principles, and approaches that all relevant parties can apply successfully to involve

the public in the Thai context.
