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Abstract

The public toilet is considered to be an important infrastructure
and a human right in the service sector which has to be provided by the
government. The quality of public toilets is different from place to place
according to the degree of development in the community, and it is
therefore one of the indicators of civilization. The public toilet has been
given priority in both developed and developing countries in recent
years, especially in terms of serving tourism and in becoming a
competitive corner. Many countries designate this issue as one of their
national policies, such as Australia, Japan, the European Community,
Singapore, Malaysia and Thailand. The physical and service
development of public toilets has moved toward international
standardization and the issue has become of greater interest to the
public since the World Toilet Organization (WTO) was established. The
WTQO’s activities have encouraged a number of guidelines and
standards for public toilet design. The design criteria of many
organizations are reviewed to demonstrate a guideline development as a

model for public toilets in Thailand’s tourism.
