ABSTRACT

This Research, Factors Affecting the Success of Work Performance of
Librarians/Information Professionals for Special Libraries/Information Center of
Government Sectors, State Enterprises and Public Organizations in Bangkok Metropolis
and Boundary, aims to study 1) work performance factors 2) work performance success;
and 3) factors affecting work performance success of librarians/information
professionals for special libraries/information center of government sectors, state
enterprises and public organizations in Bangkok Metropolis and boundary. A survey
research method was the research technique used to collect data in this study.
Questionnaires were distributed to random sample of 152 librarians who worked in
government sectors, state enterprises and public organizations in Bangkok Metropolis
and boundary. The high proportion of 145 librarians (95.39%) responded to the
questionnaires. The statistical techniques used in analyzing the data included
descriptive statistics, t-test (independent) one-way analysis of variance, Scheffe’s
method of pair-wise comparison, and stepwise regression analysis.

The research results show that:

1. Librarians/Information professionals in the sample had opinioned toward
work performance factors, as a whole at the moderate level, and by aspect, the top
rate work performance was the working environment at the high level, followed by
the others were rate at moderate level, work freedom, rapport with the administrator
and the colleagues; while the factors of income and welfare were rated at the last.

2. Work performance success, the overall success was perceived to be true

at the high level. When considered by aspect, it was found that the professional code
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of ethics was aspect at the high level, while the professional practice was aspect at
the moderate level.

3. Factors affecting work performance success were income and welfare,
work freedom, and environment at work. The predicting power was 47.0 percent. The
regression equation was as follows:

Work performance success = 1.431 + 0.250 (income and welfare) + 0.222
