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ABSTRACT

The study of developing proficiencies of graduates through work-based
education purposes 1) to study the satisfaction of entrepreneurs toward graduates with
English language programs, 2) to investigate the expectations of entrepreneurs toward
graduates, and 3) to propose the guidelines for developing the graduate’s proficiency
in the fields of business English through Work-based Education that meets the needs
of labor market. The subject are business serviced entrepreneurs who emphasis English
language such as modern trades, health and medical services, airline services,
hospitality and tourism services. There are 10 experienced and knowledgeable experts
in the service sector and 300 business-serviced entrepreneurs. This research uses mixed
methods. The quantitative method used the questionnaires and the results were
analyzed by using statistic program with mean score and standard deviation. The
qualitative method used a focus group discussion in this study and the data was
analyzed with content analysis.

The results of the study show that: 1) entrepreneurs need the institutions
improve their English-language graduates' competencies such as writing and translation
skills, especially focusing on creative writing which has no form or template. 2) the
expectation of the entrepreneurs found that the graduates should have more
knowledge in English for specific purposes; medical services, selling products, and
health and wellness due to the entrepreneur’s expectation emphasises on
communicative English for service, selling, and increasing sales. And, 3) the guideline
of developing competencies of graduates according to labour market, educational

institute should develop business English for graduates and the curriculum should
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emphasis on writing and translation ability. Particularly, Management skills, immediate

problem-solving skills are necessary.

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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research were to 1) study the levels of competencies
related to the learning management of student teachers in early childhood education
at Rajabhat-affiliated universities in 3 aspects: teaching and learning management,
learning environment establishment, and assessment, and 2) compare the levels of
competencies related to learning management of the student teachers in early
childhood education at Rajabhat universities classified by the grade point average. The
sample were 385 fifth-year early childhood program student teachers of the faculty of
education who were teaching in school-based classrooms during the academic year
B.E. 2561. The tools used in this particular research included questionnaires. The data
were analyzed using descriptive statistics such as frequency, percentage, mean,
standard deviation, and F-test for one-way analysis of variance.

The main findings of this particular can be shown as follows: 1) the student
teachers’ level of competencies related to learning management as a whole was at a
high level (X = 4.28, S.D. = 0.43). When each aspect was considered individually, their
competencies related to learning environment establishment was at the highest level,
followed by those related to assessment and evaluation in education, and instruction,
respectively. 2) A comparison of student teachers’ competencies classified by the grade

point average revealed that all of them achieved the same competency level.

The purpose of this research were 1) to study of Thai way of life child rearing,
and 2) to compare Thai way of life child rearing in the central region which classified
by gender, educational level and occupation. The sample group in this research was
420 people. The instrument in this research was a questionnaire for Thai way of life
child rearing by analyzing the average standard deviation Content analysis T-test and
F-test with one-way analysis of variance.

The research found that: 1) The Child rearing in accordance with the Thai way
of life of the parents in general was at a moderate level (K: 2.12,S.D. = 0.19). When
considering each aspect, it was found that the highest mean was parenting.

The objectives of this quantitative research were to: 1) study tourist’s
satisfaction toward visiting Ayutthaya Historical Park in Phra Nakhon Si Ayutthaya
Province, 2) study the perception of tourist visiting Ayutthaya a Historical Park in Phra
Nakhon Si Ayutthaya Province, and 3) study Thai tourist’s decision making of visiting
Ayutthaya Historical Park in Phra Nakhon Si Ayutthaya Province.

The objectives of this research were 1) to compare academic achievement in
chemistry before and after taught with STEM education, and 2) to compare problem
solving ability of students before and after taught with STEM education. The sample
of this study was 44 Mathayom Suksa 4/1 students in the first semester of the academic
year 2019 at the Demonstration School of Valaya Alongkorn Rajabhat University under
the Royal Patronage.

Students. The purpose of this research was to analyze of the components of musical
experiential model to enhance executive functions for early childhood students. The
samples were 7 professionals randomized by purposive sampling and 105 early
childhood students who were 4-5 years old in Nonthaburi area 1 randomized by
multistage random sampling. The research instruments were the in-depth structured
interview form and the executive functions assessment form for early childhood
students. For data analysis, this research was employed content analysis and
confirmatory factor analysis.

The research findings were the components of musical experiential model to
enhance executive functions for early childhood students. It was consisted of 5
components; 1) principle, 2) objective, 3) matter, 4) music experience process, and
5) assessing and evaluating. The test of the congruence of the empirical data with the
conceptual framework showed the following results; Chi-square = 0.06, p = 0.97,
RMSEA = 0.00, GFI = 1.01, AGFI = 1.03, CFl = 1.00.

This research aimed to study the characteristics of adaptive internet user in Thai
adolescents. The researcher used semi-structured in-dept interviewing, a qualitative
research method, with key informants. The sample used in this research included 3 experts
on internet using behavior, 3 adolescents using the internet adaptively, and 3 adolescents
with internet addiction selected by a purposive sampling technique. The adaptive usage
of internet was used as a concept for interviewing. Qualitative data were analyzed through
content analysis. Findings showed the 7 characteristics of adaptive intemet user in Thai
adolescents: 1) doing activities adaptively, 2) prioritizing activities, 3) planning for proper
use, 4) doing activities as planned, 5) following up, 6) using other activities as alternatives,
and 7) being a role model. The findings helped to understand more about the characteristics
of adaptive intermet user in Thai adolescents.

2) The result of comparison
the means of the teachers' assessment competencies when classified by gender showed no
difference. When classified by teaching experience, it was found that the overall difference
was statistically significant at the .05 level. The Dunnet T3 method was tested later. It was
found that there were 1 pair of different means. Teachers with 11-20 years’ experience had
higher assessment competency than teachers with more than 21 years of experience, and

when classified by the size of the school, found that overall there is no difference.
