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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study: 1) the influence of motivation on social media
use, 2) the influence of political discussion on political knowledge, 3) the influence of
political efficacy on political participation, and 4) the influence of motivation, social
media use, political discussion, political knowledge, and political efficacy on political
participation. This research was quantitative research using a survey questionnaire.
The data was collected from Thais social media users who used social media to follow
and to search for various types of political news and to participate in politics. There
are 400 participants in this study. The statistics used for data analysis were frequency
distribution, percentage, mean, standard deviation, multiple regression analysis and
hierarchical regression analysis.

The results showed that: 1) the surveillance and utility motivation positively
predicted social media use. 2) Political discussion did not predict political knowledge.
3) Internal political efficacy positively predicted offline political participation, whereas
internal and external political efficacy positively predicted online political participation.
4) Internal political efficacy positively predicted offline political participation the most,
nevertheless the surveillance motivation negatively predicted offline political participation
the most. Lastly, internal political efficacy positively predicted online political participation

the most.

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ABSTRACT

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ABSTRACT

This research aims to: 1) study a causal relationship model of factors affected
market share in the manufacturing industry in Thailand, 2) examine the causal
relationship patterns of factors developed with empirical data. An example used in the
study is the manufacturing industry in Thailand. A total of 240 companies. The
respondents were executives of the company, with 1 company able to answer the
questionnaire by 1 person using the simple random sampling method. The research
instruments consisted of questionnaire with the total reliability at 0.96. The statistical
analysis was performed using descriptive statistics: frequency, and percentage and
inferential statistics: Confirmatory Factor Analysis, and Path Analysis.

The results showed that: 1) the causal relationship model of factors affected
market share in the manufacturing industry in Thailand, are structurally relevant, 2) the
causal relationship of market share was consistent with empirical data. The market
share of the manufacturing industry in Thailand is influenced by ERP implementation,
and ERP implementation is influenced by the intention to use that includes perceived

usefulness and perceived ease of use statistically significant at the 0.001 level.

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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to 1) evaluate the household electronic waste (e-waste)
management of Eastern Economic Corridor in Thailand (EEC) consisting of Chachoengsao,
Chon Buri, and Rayong under the CIPP-I Model and 2) recommend appropriate guidelines
of household e-waste management in the EEC. The key informants were 27 executives
and academics by purposive sampling. They were policymakers and experts who
supervise, monitor e-waste management of central, regional, and local government
agencies and state enterprises including managers and employees in electrical and
electronics manufacturing companies, and e-waste separation/recycle plants in the
industrial estates in the EEC. Compilation of data was conducted through in-depth
interviews by a semi-structured questionnaire. The data analysis used content and
grouping analysis.

The research found that 1) there is only Rayong Provincial Administration Organization
managed to collect household e-waste from Local Administrative Organizations (LAO) at the
Rayong Integrated Solid Waste Management Center and it was transported to a private
e-waste disposal plant. People in EEC thought that the separation of e-waste was LAO’s
responsibility. LAO, therefore, inspires the people to realize the separation and cooperate
with the private sector in the e-waste collection. There are drop off points at every local
community in the EEC. Yet, the e-waste remained mixed with solid waste and
contamination of heavy metals in the soil, surface water, and groundwater, as well as foul
smell from plants using incorrect methods. It created natural resources and environmental
protection volunteers, generated employment and income for local junk shops buying
recyclable waste.

The
first phase was to study the concepts, theories, relevant research principles and study
the needs of the online Learning communities model to enhance knowledge
management in research for graduate studies. The samples in the research were 74
lecturers and 151 students. The second phase was to create (draft) model of online
learning communities to enhance knowledge management. The third phase was to
develop and validate the online learning community model to enhance knowledge
management. The sample in the research was 42 students. And the last phase was to
edit the online learning community model and evaluate quality by experts / present
research reports. Research instruments were 1) questionnaire 2) online learming commmunities
model quality assessment form 3) online learning communities system 4) quiz and
5) behavioral observation form.

The research found that online learning communities model to enhance
knowledge management in research for graduate studies, Sukhothai Thammathirat
Open University consists of 6 steps: 1) create 2) select 3) adapt 4) keep 5) manage and
6) publish. There are 5 elements of online learning communities model namely
1) people 2) activity 3) supporting 4) tools on web and 5) knowledge. The research

found that people, supporting and tools on web are most appropriate (X= 4.80,
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SD=0.45) and step of publish is most appropriate (X= 4.80, SD=0.45). Graduate
students have learning achievement after using online learning communities model
higher than before using at .05 significant level and they have highest mean in the
ability to write research projects in the name of the project followed by having the
opportunity to successfully research and write research questions, research objectives
and research hypothesis. Graduate students have satisfied with the online learning
community as a whole at the highest level which is satisfied with the media and the

media type, the most infographic is the average of 4.70.

The objectives of this study were to develop model and study the effects of
using the developed research-based learning model for enhancing critical thinking skills
of students enrolling in Educational Quality Assurance course. The sample of this study
was one sector of third-year undergraduate students, who were enrolling in
Educational Quality Assurance course in the first semester of academic year 2020, of
Faculty of Education, Suratthani Rajabhat University, umber 1 class, 30 people was
obtained by selecting a specific. The research instruments included an interview form,
a learning management plan, a model evaluation form, a critical thinking capability
evaluation form, and a satisfaction evaluation form, the consistency index is between
0.80-1.00. Data were analyzed by mean, standard deviation, T-test, and content
analysis.

lishting management, the researcher selected the main Hall of Rajamangala University
of Technology Thanyaburi as the place for the performance and 8) the design of
lishting that supported the atmosphere of the performance to be more perfect and

attracted the audience’s feeling, emotion and imagination as well.

The project of Khon Kaen
Transit System (KKTS), therefore, was originated from the bottom-up sphere as it was
the collaboration among five local governments in Khon Kaen as a private company.
3) Obstacles arose at times due to the insufficient decentralization of the Thai state.
4) Urban Development project, particularly in provincial areas, should have

collaboration form the central government and provincial part.
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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to 1) Investigate the potential of the creative tourism development in
Wat Thongnopphakhun, Khongsan District, Bangkok, and 2) propose approach to
develop creative tourism in this temple. The research was conducted with qualitative
method. The data were obtained from 32 key informants belonging to the public and
private sectors, people, monks and tourists visiting the temple. Data was analyzed with
content analysis to resume the significant issues.

The fourth brand: visiting
Wat Thongnopphakhun, mind practice with the three-fold learning: morality, mentality
and wisdom, to stop suffering. While developing these four creative activities, tourists

will cultivate their valuable experience.

The samples perceived benefits of action (mean = 53.19, S.D. = 6.77) and social
support (mean = 31.02, S.D. = 5.12) in high score were at the moderate level. And
3) the factors associated with health promoting behaviors of the sample consisted of;
Gender, Age, Perceived benefits of action, Perceived barriers of action and Perceive
self-efficacy by being a positive relationship to the health promoting behaviors. This
could describe the relationship for 23.5 percent to health promoting behaviors by 3E
2S principle among staffs of Nakhon Ratchasima Provincial Administration Organization
by statistically significant at 0.05 level. The results of this study can be useful for
planning and setting up a health promoting program for staffs of Nakhon Ratchasima
Provincial Administration Organization. Taking into account activities suitable for each
age and gender to match the interests and competencies of these groups. In particular,
female staffs should be encouraged continuously and appropriated to their health

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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were 1) to investigate the level of psychological
well-being Mahasarakham University Students and, 2) to compare psychological well-
being with personal factors: gender, year, Faculty, GPA and marital status of the
parents. Sample groups include Bachelor degree students Mahasarakham University,
academic year 2020, consisting of 645 people from 6 faculties, selected by stratified
random sampling. The research instruments were the psychological well-being scale
of Mahasarakham University students. The reliability of psychological well-being scale
was equal to .94. The data were analyzed by percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-
test, analysis of variance and Pair-wise comparison testing.

The research findings were as follows: 1) Mahasarakham University Students
had overall psychological well-being at a high level, and 2) Mahasarakham University
Students with different gender, faculty, year, and academic achievement (GPA) had
statistically significant differences in psychological well-being, male students had higher
psychological well-being than females, the first and second year students had higher
psychological well-being than the third year students, the Faculty of Science students
have higher psychological well-being than students of Business School, and the Faculty
of Humanities and Social Sciences, and students with academic achievement of 3.51
or more, 3.01-3.50 and 2.51-3.00 had higher psychological well-being than students
with academic achievement of 2.00-2.50, but students whose parents had different

marital status had no statistically significant differences in psychological well-being.

The purposes of this research and development were 1) to develop a learning
management with integration of group learning and problem-based learning to
enhance problem solving ability and mathematics learning achievement of
undergraduate students, and 2) to study the using results of the learning management
with integration. The research was conducted in two parts. Phase 1, the development
of the learning management. The samples were 376 students and 116 professors
selected by stratified random sampling from public universities in region and Bangkok.
Phase 2, the study of the results of using the learning management that developed by
quasi-experimental research. The sample was King Mongkut's University of Technology
Thonburi 1st year students in 2020, students consisted of experimental and control
groups with 40 people per group that was selected by cluster sampling from ten
groups. The mathematics learning achievement test and problem-solving ability test
of pre- and post-learn to solve mathematical problems were the tools used in the
research. The research instruments were made to have quality, consistency in the
range of 0.8-1 and the confidence of the test were 0.96 and 0.84, respectively. The
data was analyzed calculating mean, standard deviation, and Multivariate analysis of
variance. The score of mathematics learning achievement and problem-solving ability
before learn were the variant covariant of analysis.

The results of this research can be summarized as follows; 1) the developed
learning management model was composed of principles, objectives, and instructional
process consisted of the following six steps, (1) reviewing previous knowledsge, (2) group

management, (3) study the problem situation, (4) researching to expand knowledge,
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(5) reflect the solution, and (6) knowledge and evaluation summary. 2) The results
showed that the group using the developed learning management model had higher
learning achievement and math problem solving ability than the group using the

original learning management model at the statistical significance level of .05.

The purposes of this research were to 1) to compare scientific concept between
before and after learning by Inquiry-based learning management together with Socratic
questions, 2) to compare integrated science process skills between before and after
learning by Inquiry-based learning management together with Socratic questions,
3) to study gain score of scientific concept between before and after learning by
Inquiry-based learning management together with Socratic questions 4) to study gain
score of integrated science process skills between before and after learning by Inquiry-
based learning management together with Socratic questions. Samples were 34
students who study in grade 10, Pathum Thani Primary Educational Service Area 2,
randomly selected by random sampling. Research instruments were 1) lesson plan
which focus on inquiry-based learning management together with Socratic questions
2) scientific concept test which validity between 0.67-1.00, reliability at 0.74, difficulty
index between 0.53-0.77 and discrimination index between 0.20-0.60 3) integrated
science process skills test with validity between 0.67-1.00, reliability at 0.86, difficulty
index between 0.45-0.78 and discrimination index between 0.22-0.60. The collected

data were analyze by using means, standard deviation, t-test, and gain score analysis.
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The research findings were as follow; 1) Students who learned by Inquiry-based
learning management together with Socratic questions had posttest means score of
scientific concept higher than pretest means score significantly at the .05 level.
2) Students who learned by Inquiry-based learning management together with Socratic
questions had posttest means score of integrated science process skills higher than
pretest means score significantly at the .05 level. 3) All students had a higher gain
scores of scientific concept; 8.82 percent of all students had gain sore at high level,
38.23 percent of all students had gain sore at moderate level, and 52.94 percent of
all students had gain sore at basic level 4) All students had a higher gain scores of
integrated science process skills; 2.94 percent of all students had gain sore at highest
level, 17.64 percent of all students had gain sore at high level, 52.94 percent of all
students had gain sore at moderate level, and 26.47 percent of all students had gain

sore at basic level.
