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Abstract

This paper focuses on the Thai diaspora community’ s status vis-
a-vis the Thai state, their political mobilization in Thailand, and their
development of livelihood strategies. The people of the returning Thai
diaspora use a variety of means to establish themselves as subjects and
citizens of the Thai state. The processes of political capital accumulation
and the outcomes of negotiation of the Thai diaspora to use Thainess as
an indexicality for restoring the legitimacy of Thai nationality, which the
Thai government normally uses to exclude “non-Thais”. A significant
success was the declaration of the Nationality Act (no. 5) of 2012, which
defines the “Thai Diaspora” by separating it from other alien minority
groups in Thailand so that it is not classified as an alien minority group.
This success was both an opportunity to accumulate more political capital
and a channel through which the Thai diaspora could restore their Thai

nationality by “birth”, not “naturalization” as they refuse to accept being

defined as Burmese by the Thai government. This paper is intended to
debate the Sustainable Livelihoods Framework (SLF) which developed by
the Department for International Development ( DFID) of the United
Kingdom. We argue that for the Thai diaspora, five kinds of capital under
SLF (human, social, physical, financial and natural capital) just allow some
of the Thai diaspora to ‘survive’, but they still cannot achieve the ultimate
SLF goal of ‘sustainability’. We, therefore, argue that political capital must

be conceptualized as an important asset for the Thai diaspora too.
