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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study the quantity and content of corporate social responsi-
bility (CSR) disclosure of SET 100 Index listed companies followed the 8 principles of CSR guidelines issued
by the stock exchange of Thailand. The secondary data was collected by using content analysis from the
CSR disclosure data which obtained from form 56-1 of SET 100 Index listed companies for the year 2017.

The result of the study revealed that the average amount of CSR disclosure of companies in year
2017 (86 companies) was 2,972 words in average. The word ‘environment’ had the highest average disclosure
amount (average amount of 593 words) with focusing on conservation and use of resources and energy
wisely. The technology industry sector was the most CSR disclosure sector with focusing on issues relating

to the collaboration in community and social development.
