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ABSTRACT
The purposes of this research were: 1) to compare vocabulary leaming abilities of the experiment group
students before and after learning through the picture word inductive model (PWIM); 2) to compare vocabulary
learning abilities of the experimental group students learning through the PWIM and the control group students
employing conventional instruction; 3) to compare the creative writing abilities of the experience group students
before and after studied through the PWIM; 4) to compare the creative writing abilities of the experimental group
students to those of students in the control group; and 5) to examine the satisfaction of the experimental group
students toward the PWIM. The sample consisted of 70 Prathomsuksa 3 students who enrolled in the Ramkhamhaeng
University Demonstration School (Elementary Level Division). The sample was divided into two groups: 35 students in the
experimental group and 35 students in the control group. The research instruments employed were: 1) four sets of
lesson plans based on the PWIM, and four sets of lesson plans based on conventighalinstruction; 2) a vocahtlary
learning test; 3) a creative writing test; and 4) a questionnaire of students’ satisfaction toward the PWIM. Datayvere
analyzed using mean, standard deviation, t-test for Dependent Samples and t-testfor Independent Samples:
The findings were as follows:

1. The vocabulary learning abilities of the experimental grouphstudents after the intervention‘were higher
than those of before at the .05 level of significance.

2. The vocabulary learning abilities of the&Xperipnentab group students wete higher than those of the
control group students at the .05 level of significance.

3. The creative writing abilities of the expefimeptal group students7after the intervention were higher
than those of before at the .05 level of significance.

4. The creative writing abilities)of the’ experimental group students\weréhigher than those of the control
group students at the .05 level of significance.

5. The satisfaction of thesekperimental eroup studentsteward the PWIM as a whole was at the highest

level.
