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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were: 1) to investigate the state of student activity arrangement among the physics
students, Faculty of Science and Technology, Sakon Nakhon Rajabhat University, 2) to create a strategy to enhance
public mind in the activity arrangement of the physics students, Faculty of Science and Technology, Sakon Nakhon
Rajabhat University, and 3) to examine public mind of the physics students after implementation of the strategy to
enhance public mind in the arrangement of students activity among physics students, Faculty of Science and
Technology, Sakon Nakhon Rajabhat University. The study was a qualitative research. A sample used in this study was
30 undergraduate students in the physics curriculum program selected by purposive sampling. The tools used
comprised SWOT analysis, lessons learned, a questionnaire, a participatory observation form and a form for measuring
public mind behavior. Data analysis was done using statistics of percentage, mean, and standard deviation.

The findings were as follows:

1. As for the current state and problem of the student activity arrangement, it was found as follows : 1)
Students divided into factions in working ; 2) the budget for the arrangement of student activity came from students’
personal money ; 3) the leader who arranged the activity lacked characteristics of leadership; 4) determination of duty
was not clear; 5) lack of operating experience and transmission of the working process from the elder to the younger;
©6) lack of knowledge about writing an official letter, project writing, and coordination with the public sector, and 7) lack
of emotional maturity.

2. The strategy to enhance public mind in the arrangement of activity among the physics students
comprised 3 strategies : 1) learning coupled with working which had 2 stratagems and 3 projects, 2) desirable
graduates which had 3 stratagems and 2 projects, 3) creation of a network with the community which had 3
stratagems and 1 project.

3. The implementation of the strategy to enhance public mind in the arrangement of student activity was
found as follows:

3.1 The result of students’ self-assessment in public mind behavior was found that public mind of students
as a whole was at the high level. Considering it by aspect, all of the aspects were at the high level as arranged from

higher to lower ranks in order: responsibility, unity, self-discipline, honesty, sacrifice and helpfulness.
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3.2 The result of participation in the activity among the students was found that the overall behavior
was at the high level in part of the gains while participating in the activity and of the impact and achievement from
participation in the activity.

3.3 The result of behavior observation from leaders of the community in which the students do the activity
was found that the behavior of students in the aspects of responsibility, unity, sacrifice and helpfulness, self-discipline,
and honesty was in the 62.50 - 98.75 percentage range.
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
