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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to: 1) development of word reading - spelling
of the students with leaming disabilities problems which will be effective, must use
fechniques of teaching and reinforcement behavioral adjustment to stimulate children
fo generate learming which are different fromm normal children in organization of learning
and teaching to be efficient. and 2) compare word reading - spelling with learning
disabilities problems before and after the phonics feaching approach tfogether with using
the reinforcement behavioral adjustment technique with Token Economy; and to compare
word reading-spelling with learmning disabilities problems using the phonics teaching
approach together with using the reinforcement behavioral adjustment technique with
Token Economy and the teacher's handbook teaching method. The sample consisted of
10 second-interval students at Ban Soen Rat Kasem Si School under the Office of Nong
Bua Lam Phu Educational Service Area Zone 2 in the second semester of the academic

year 2008. They were assigned fo an Experimental group and a control group, 5 students
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each; obtained using the purposive sampling fechnigue. The instruments used in the
study were: 1) phonics learning plans together with using the reinforcement behavioral
adjustment technique with the Token Economy, 2) teacher's handbook teaching plans,
20 plans each, each taught for 60 minutes ; 3) a 30 - item 4 - choice fest of word
reading-spelling with difficulties ranging .22 - .79, discriminating powers ranging.22 -.
67, and a reliability of .81; and 4) 30 - item (Word) fest of word read-spelling. The
statistics use for testing hypotheses were Wilcoxon Matched Pairs Signed - Ranks fest
and the Mann - Whitney U test

The results of the study were as follows :

1. The students who learned using the phonics tfeaching approach together with
using the reinforcement behavioral adjustment technique with Token Economy showed
gains in word reading-spelling from before the experiment at .05 level of significance.

2. The students who learned using the phonics feaching approach together with
using the reinforcement behavioral adjustment technique with token economy indicated
more word reading-spelling ability than those who learned using the teacher's handbook

tfeaching approach at the .05 level of significance.
