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ABSTRACT

This was a qualitative research with aims at 1) studying persuasive factors to
open lifestyle of male homosexual and 2) studying variant factors to their disclosed lifestyle.
The 17 samples were from a group of people who accepted their being male homosexual
with open expression. In dept interview was used in data collection. Percentage, mean,
maximum, minimum and standard deviation were used for general data analysis. Additionally
in—-depth interview and group interview were used for content analysis.

The results were that persuasive factors to be male homosexual with their fondness
of watching TV as activities conducted in daily life and recreation. The programs on TV they
preferred were about songs, entertainment news on stars, singers, actors to pay attention
their pleased stars, particularly groups of stars, singers and actors those were the same
lifestyle as male homosexual. They were largely interested in themselves on exercises,
beauty, facial and body treatment. The variant factors made them be like that were the
majority of them lived with parents but had closer relationship with mothers, elder or younger
sisters. At the beginning part of their childhood they all had lifestyle like general boys. Mainly
their lifestyle changed when during ages of 6-7. Some of them were like that at 13 and
some was at 18.

The results were that persuasive factors leading to being male homosexual included
three main points. Firstly, they desired to be like gay stars, gay singers and gay actors as
they were successful in their life and accepted by Thai society. Secondly, they wanted to be
like their mothers, elder or younger sisters showing the gentle manners while their fathers
often expressed their aggressive conducts. Lastly, they wished to be like their gay friends
because they had good jobs, were well-known and respected by people in a society. For
variant factors by the gay were found most of them took their majority of time with mothers,
elder or younger sisters. So, the gays felt close to and trusted in them the most because they
could talk about any. issues to them covering finding way-out for them. Mainly nobody in the

families ' was_gay except themselves and their being gay was accepted by their family as
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well. In addition at the beginning of childhood they had lifestyle like general boy. The majority

changed their lifestyle as gay at around 7 years old but the minority changed during ages of

13-14 years and some changed at age of 18 years.
