December 2020) in your hand contains a total of six research articles and one academic article
in education and social development.

The first article involves the application of watermelon rind to increase the marketing
value for watermelon farmers by making such product as watermelon jam. The authors
describe two watermelon jam recipes. The first one uses watermelon rind whereas the second
one makes use of small watermelon. Interested readers can study and follow the recipes.
The next two articles concern music. The first music article is a study of satisfaction towards
the methods for teaching piano to first-year undergraduates of higher educational institutions
in the northeastern region of Thailand. This study employs practical approach to piano
teaching with a total of six lesson plans. The other article is a case study of Mahori ensemble
of Wiboonchai in Lahansai District, Buriram Province. Based on related publications and
in-depth interviews directly with musicians in the ensemble, readers will understand the
history of Mahori ensemble of Wiboonchai, which is a local band in the lower part of Isan or
the Northeast of Thailand. The band has been playing an important role in the way of life of
people in the community from the past up to these days by playing music in both fortunate
and misfortunate events. More information can be found in this journal.

The next article is about performance art. It focuses on the background of males
portraying female characters in Thai performance art and analyzes the context and factors
leading to portrayal of female roles by male artists. The researchers conducted the study by
gathering information from related publications and research studies, interviews with experts,
and video records of the performance.

The fifth article is a language one involving development of the capability to use
Chinese near-synonymous verbs of Chinese major students. This research reflects the efficiency
of application of the survey research method to encourage the students to seek the solutions
to the problems of their misuse of Chinese verbs. Results of the research suggest that clear
knowledge and understanding of research process as well as the knowledge of distinguishing
of Chinese near-synonymous verbs should be created first so that such knowledge can be
applied to designing the survey research.

The sixth research involves the problems with community justice practices in
accordance with the Draft Community Justice Act, B.E...... The purposes of this research are
to investigate the concepts, theories, policies and provisions of laws related to community
Justice of both Thailand and other countries, to analyze the problems with community justice
practices, and to propose the approaches for effective community justice practices.

The last article is an academic article that presents the tax incentives of small and
medium enterprises under the Revenue Code since tax incentives are an important part that
supports business operations of small and medium enterprises in Thailand. Readers will learn
that in planning to set up a business, operators of small and medium enterprises have to
determine what type of business they want to set up and study relevant provisions of laws,
especially those on taxes and duties.
