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Guidelines for the article publication in the Buriram Rajabhat University
Journal: Humanities and Social Sciences

Buriram Rajabhat University Journal: Humanities and Social Sciences is a journal which
publishes research articles, book reviews, and communication letters covering the various
fields of Humanities and Social Sciences. Journal is issued twice a year: January- June and
July-December. The authors can send the text of articles (manuscripts) even if they are not
the journal members or the personnel of Buriram Rajabhat University. The articles must not
have been published in any journals before and their articles will be peer reviewed by the
external experts and approved by the editorial boards. In addition, the articles might be
changed for editorial corrections. The authors can get more information from BRU Journal

Preparation for the manuscript

1. The manuscript can be either Thai or English.
Use of the Thai language should be in line with the principles of terminology usage proposed
by the Royal Thai Academy dictionary. Use of mixed English and Thai should be avoided. If
it is necessary to use the English word, Thai should be written first and followed by English
in parentheses. The first letter of an English word in a sentence must be capitalized and
the small letters are used in the rest of the sentence. However, all of proper nouns can be
capitalized. If the article is written in English, it should be proof read by a native speaker or
English language expert/s before being submitted.

2. Page set up

The Microsoft Word program should be used by setting the page as Ad size. All margins
(left, right, top, and bottom) should be set at 1 inch (2.5 cms). One column is needed with
page numbering.

3. Font

THSarabunPSK font must be used in both Thai and English article(s): bold 18 point font
is used with a title. Bold 16 point font is used with the name of the author and main topic.
Bold 14 point font is used with subordinate topics, and the regular 14 point font is also used
with rest of the article. The regular 12 point font is used with the first footnote that shows

the academic position of the author and her/his address.
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4. Article length Article should be no more than 15 pages long, including charts, graphs,
and references.

5. Tables, pictures, figured, diagrams, and graphs

These must be included in the article in either grayscale or colored illustrations.
The author must select only necessary illustrations. They must be arranged in order according
to the article content. The table headings are placed at the top while the names of the
illustrations together with details are placed at the bottom.

Type of Manuscript
1. Research articles
These research articles present the results of research. They may be concept papers
or complete research conducted by a researcher.
1.1 Preliminaries

1.1.1 Title The title should be clear and concise. It should be no longer than
100 characters. The title should be written in Thai and then in English. Use capital letters for
the initial letters of the first word and all other words except articles and prepositions. For
scientific names, italic letters without underline must be used. If there is a Thai name, the
scientific names must be written along with the Thai name.

1.1.2 Authors and Co-authors The authors’ full name both in Thai and English
should be included. For Ensglish, capitalization must be applied with the given and family
names. If there are many co-authors, mark with a number (1) including addresses (in case,
the co-author are students, indicate educational level, fields, and institute). Articles sent
for editorial board’s consideration, the author’s name, institute, and email should not be
included in the article. The information must be written in the article submission form. When
the article is accepted, then the information must be included in the article.

1.1.3 Abstract The abstract should be no longer than 300 words. This summary
should be clear and concise. Only the important issues must be indicated (indicative abstract).
[t must not be written as in the complete research report or thesis (informative abstract).
The Thai abstract comes first, and next page by the English abstract.

1.1.4 Keywords Keywords which appeared in the content of the research must
be used and they represent the research methodology, research important issues, research

results, research discipline, research application or research conducted location. Keywords
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must be written in Thai and English with a maximum of 5 keywords per abstract. The keywords
must be shown at the end of each abstract.

1.2 Research articles in humanities and social sciences such as linguistics, social
sciences, public administration, law, education, commercial sciences, accounting, and so on.
The article should consist of:

1.2.1 Statement of the problems The introduction should consist of background,
literature reviews, and reasons for conducting the research.

1.2.2 Objectives Only the important issues of the objectives covering the overall
research picture should be written.

1.2.3 Hypothesis (If any) The hypothesis should be written in the form of
descriptive hypothesis essay or the relationship between the research variables must
be stated in the hypothesis.

1.2.4 Scope The conceptual framework should be included in the scope as the
guideline for conducting the research in terms of the important content, variables, and the
relationship between the variables of the research location and the research duration.

1.2.5 Research methodology The research plans, surveys, documentaries,
experiments,
etc. as well as the research methods must be indicated in the research methodology.

1.2.6 Population All variables including the qualification of the population and
number of the population should be covered.

1.2.7 Sample The formulation of the sample group and random sampling must
be explained.

1.2.8 Research instrument The type of research instrument, research instru-
ment construction, and research instrument tryout and the development of the research
instrument must be indicated.

1.2.9 Data collection Data collection methods and the duration of the data
collection must be stated.

1.2.10 Data analysis (If any) The statistics used in the data analysis must be speci-
fied.

1.2.11 Conclusion The summary of the core issues in the research must be
presented.

1.2.12 Discussion The results of the research should be discussed by comparong
with the objectives, predetermined hypothesis, or previous research results so as to check

whether the current research results go in line with or against the previous studies with the
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theoretical support.

1.2.13 Suggestion The distinction of the research and a guideline for the next
research should be presented.

1.2.14 References All references cited in the text have to be listed by using APA
citation style. See more information and examples of in-text citation and references in item
number 3 and 4.

2. Experience article and Review article Author writes this type of article from studying
documents, translation works, and works from experiences of other authors or those were
transferred from others. The objectives of this type of article are to publicize the knowledge
or body of knowledge, to suggest the valuable ideas and to be utilized in terms of academic
purposes.

2.1 First section

2.1.1 Title The title should be written in Thai and then in English in the next line.
Use capital letters for the initial letters of the first word and all other words except articles
and prepositions. For scientific names, italic letters without underline must be used. If there
is a Thai name, the scientific names must be written along with the Thai name.

2.1.2 Authors and co-authors The authors’ full name both in Thai and English
should be included. For Ensglish, capitalization must be applied with the given and family
names. If there are many co-authors, mark with a number (1) including addresses and re-
searcher’s institute at the end of the first page as well as email address for correspondence
(in case, the co-author are students, indicate educational level, field, and institute).

2.1.3 Summary The article should be summarized clearly and concisely both in
Thai and English for not more than 300 words, the Thai summary comes first, and followed
by the English summary.

2.1.4 Keywords Keywords which appeared in the content of the research must
be used and they represent the research methodology, research important issues, research
results, research application or research conducted location. Keywords must be written in
Thai and English with a maximum of 5 keywords per abstract.

2.2 Main texts The main text of academic articles should consist of:

2.2.1 Introduction The main points of the text should be presented before the

content.

2.2.2 Content The development of the content should be presented interestingly
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and the content should contain the new information which can be applied to the current
situation

2.2.3 Conclusion This is the summary of the content which contains all of the
core issues.

2.2.4 References All references cited in the text have to be listed by using APA
citation style 6t ed. See more information and examples of in-text citation and please
visit our website at http://journal.bru.ac.th/ #38 www.tci-thaijo.org./index.php/bruj for more
information.

Notes The manuscript of experience article and review article prepared for publish-
ing in BRU Journal: humanities and social sciences must contain 2.1 first section, 2.2 article
content, 3. in-text citation, and 4 references.

3. In-text citation

References within the text should indicate the source of information by using author-
date in-text citation by indicating author, year of publication and page reference. References
should be included either at the front or back of the text.

3.1 Person name: Thai name should be listed by a given name. Foreigner should
be listed by a family name.
Examples:
One author:
(Watcharee Sapmee, 1998, p. 35)
Two authors:
(Sucha Jan-em and Surang Jan-em, 2002, p. 66)
More than two authors:
(Orapin Chuchom, et. al., 1999, p. 40)

3.2 Organizations: this should be listed by registered name.

Examples:
(Department of Mental Health. 2005 : Annual Academic Meeting’s handout)

Journal or magazine article

Format
Author. (Year of Publication). Title of Article. Name of journal/magazine, Year (Volume), page.

Examples
Somkid Phochanaphan, et. al. (1990). Correlation between Particular Factors and Self

Care of Patients with Permanent Colostomy. Nursing Journal, 8, pp.206-213.

Article from an internet database

Format

Author. (Date of Publication). Title of Article. Name of journal, Year, Volume. Retrieved date,

from Name of internet database.

Encyclopedia article
