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Abstract

This article aims to present a conceptual framework for the critical analysis of educational
policies that emphasize equality across all sectors of education. The framework consists of five
primary focal points: 1) educational policy analysis 2) critical analysis of educational policies
framework 3) relevant research on policy analysis and 4) limitations in policy analysis. To apply
the synthesized framework for policy analysis, it becomes possible to critically assess the outcomes
of diverse educational policies. The framework offers a lens through which to evaluate how
these policies strive to achieve equality, diminish educational disparities, and enhance the quality
of education in Thailand both presently and in the future. Recognizing the constraints and taking
into consideration the recommendations outlined, this article contributes to fostering a more

equitable and progressive educational landscape in the country.
