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Abstract

It was found a positive impact on learning management in the situation of COVID - 19 that
educational institutions have changed their plans and goals in educational management. The Internet
network system has been improved to be of higher quality. New learning management styles and
technologies are used to make learning management more interesting, and new methods of
measurement and evaluation are increasingly used.

Teachers are concerned about new learning
arrangements and students’ academic performance will decline. Teachers lack morale in learning and
performance management. Students receive less practical skills training and are unable to participate in
study activities with their peers and lose the opportunity to learn from external sources and learning from
practice. And parents have to pay for the provision of materials, equipment, media, technology, and
internet for learning.

Alternative education is another approach to education that focuses on the learner as a very
important aspect. It emphasizes using innovation in learning management and pays attention to age,
gender, race, religion, values, beliefs, aptitudes, readiness, and interests, including the environment,
community context, wisdom, knowledge, and arts and culture in the locality where the leamers live.
Therefore, learners have the opportunity to truly study according to their own potential. It is one of the
important guidelines that can be a solution to Thailand's educational problems in the future due to the
COVID-19. That requires a new normal lifestyle, affecting Thai education where students cannot go to
normal schools.

Development of Research-Based Learning Activities
Affecting Learning Gain of Science Student Teachers

in an Environmental Science Course

Abstract

This study is a pre-experimental research which aims to develop research-based learning
(RBL) activities in Environmental Science course for science student teachers, and to examine
student’s learning gain and leaming satisfaction after the implementation. The research
population is science student teachers, and a research target is 55 of the third-year science student
teachers in the Faculty of Education, Suratthani Rajabhat University. The research instruments
comprise 1) Instructional handbook and Environmental Science lesson plan; 2) 90-item of multiple
choice test of Environmental Science; and 3) 5-point Likert scale satisfaction questionnaire. Hake’s
equation and simple statistics were applied to analyze research data. The result found that:
1) the designed research-based learning activities for the Environmental Science courses were
evaluated as very good; 2) the target students who learn through such research-based activities
obtained moderate learning gain, among here, the high-talented students are more tendency to
progress higher learning gain than those of the middle and low- talents with linear correlation
coefficient (R2) 0.99; and 3) students were satisfied this learning activity with the highest level in
all domains. This research suggests that the use of research-based learning activities should be

encouraged to develop learning gain for science student teachers.

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Abstract

This qualitative research aimed to study the desirable characteristics of quality students
in the future global society using qualitative research method. The research methodology
comprised of 2 steps, 1) Study research conceptual framework by reviewing 21 works of literature.
The research instrument was synthetic content form. Data were analyzed using content analysis.
2) Evaluate the proposed desirable characteristics of the quality students for the future global
society by (1) conducting a focus group with 21 experts and (2) conducting interviews with
6 students. Informants were chosen by a specific selection. The research instruments were opinion
form and structured interview form. Data were analyzed using content analysis. The research
findings were as follows; The desirable characteristics of the quality students for the future global
society consisted of 4 main aspects with 10 sub-elements for each main aspect, namely, Aspect
1 Characteristics of Social and Emotional Leader, Aspect 2 Characteristics of Virtue, Ethical and
Values leader, Aspect 3 Characteristics of Change leader, and Aspect 4 Characteristics of Innovative
and Entrepreneurial leader. The research results will be able to guide policymakers or school
administrators to determine the desirable characteristics of learners in accordance with the
dynamic slobal social context. Schools should develop students' leadership to lead themselves

and others in order to change the future world with sustainability.

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Abstract

The objective of the research was to study and compare the effect of the traditional Thai
game with the core muscle training program on the speed and agility of male soccer players in
upper primary schools. The sample group applying the purposive sampling method consisted of
36 male soccer players from Chumchonsampraw School, Udonthani Province. The experimental
group (n = 18), was trained with the Traditional Thai Game with Core Muscle Training program,
and the control group (n = 18) was trained according to a normal football program for 3 days a
week for 8 weeks. The speed test was determined by using a run of 40 meters and agility by using
SEMO Agility Test. All parameters were measured before, after the 4th week and after the 8th
week, respectively. The data were analyzed by using percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test,
and One-way analysis of variance with repeated measures. LSD was compared at the statistical
significance level at p<.05. The results showed that the speed and agility of the experimental
group after training on week 8th were significantly different at p<.05 and the control group after
training on week 8th were not significantly different at p<.05.

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Abstract

The essential thing in professional development is a reflection on action. Therefore, this
study emphasized enhancing the preservice teachers’ reflective thinking through the lesson study
guideline. The aims of this research were to study the reflective thinking ability of the preservice
teachers who learn through a lesson study guideline. The collaborative reflection was embedded
in the lesson study guideline accordingly the self-reflection and peer feedback were investigated
in this study. The sample was the 29 fourth-year science student teachers selected by purposive
sampling technique. The research instruments were a lesson study guideline, a semi-structured
interview, and a learning journal. The data analysis was carried out by using two different methods.
The qualitative data was analyzed by content and generated categories and themes. In another
hand, the quantitative data was done by using mean, and standard deviation. The research findings
found that the mean score of the self-reflection and peer feedback of preservice teachers were
12.90 and 10.55 respectively which could define as the third level (Level 3: Insightful Comments
and Suggestion). By the way, the qualitative data revealed that their passive learning experience
than active learning experience made them anxious and diffident to criticize others and also
more comfortable for self-reflection. Therefore, in professional development curriculum should
encourage criticism and open-mindedness to accept criticism from others which could lead the

preservice teachers to be professional teachers.

The previous qualitative studies of researchers found that qualified physicist is the
attributes that appeared in the study of natural phenomena behaviors and the ability of
knowledge creation in physics through scientific processes morally and ethically under the
personal identity with a good attitude towards Physics. Many Factors enhanced qualified physicists
as perceived by lecturers and physics personnel in Thailand. There were interesting to see what
factors will influence the qualified physicist. The purpose of this research was to study the causal
effect on the qualified physicist of physics students in Thailand. The samples were 700 third- and
fourth-year of Physics students. The online respondents were 837 (over 137 people), divided into
417 Education and 420 Science students. Data was collected using an online questionnaire that
consisted of 3 parts: general information, qualified physicist, and the factors that influenced
qualified physicists. The path analysis of the structural equation model used PLS-SEM. The results
showed that 11 paths were statistically significant. There were 5 positive influence factors on
statistically significant qualified physicists at the level of .01 consisting of good attitude towards
Physics, experiences in Sciences and Mathematics, opportunities in Physics academics, teaching,
and learning the Physics model and, the characteristics of a role model in physics. The results
analysis of the importance-performance matrix showed that all 7 latent variables resulted in an

efficiency level related to qualified physicists higher than 65 percent.

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Abstract

The objective of this study was to compare the differences in making the decision process to
use the service of government universities’ fitness centers between male and female students. This
research was designed as quantitative research. The instrument was a questionnaire on the making
decision process of accessing the services of government universities’ fitness centers developed by the
researcher. The confidence value of the questionnaire was 0.97. A total of 938 samples were used, 479
males and 459 females by using a multistage randomization method. Data were analyzed through the
percentage, mean, standard deviation, and independent group differentiation test with a statistical t-test.

The results showed that the most influential variables of making decision process in
pre-purchasing stage of male and female students to use the service of government universities’ fitness
centers was the perceptions of problems and social needs of popular trends. Perceiving problems and
physical needs in relation to the need for a healthy body personal media search evaluation of product
qualification and attitude options. In addition, the most influential variable of the purchase stage had the
marketing mix about physical evidence, service quality in terms of tangibility service, and assurance, while
the post-purchase stage had the repeat purchase about product attachment and satisfaction in terms of
consumer expectations. The differences in making decision process to use the service of government
universities’ fitness centers between male and female students had significant differences at .05 in 2
stages, consisting of the first stage was the pre-purchasing stage about perceptions of, information search,
alternative assessment, and the second stage was purchase stage in term of the marketing mix, service
quality. However, one of the variables in the pre-purchasing stage was the needs or problems recognition
and the post-purchase stage had no significant difference between male and female students in terms of

repeat purchases and satisfaction.

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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to study of project approach by using phenomenon-based learning
provisions to develop the collaboration skills of young children. The target group in this study was 6 boys and
girls preschool children aged four to five years in kindergarten at the second level in the second semester of
2020, in Nonthaburi Province by purposive sampling. The learning provision consisted of 3 phases: 1. Reviewing
previous knowledge and creating interest in the studied phenomenon, 2. Developing the project by using
inquiry-based learning in the phenomenon, 3. Summarizing the project from a phenomenon and reflecting
on what has been learned. There are 5 stages, in each phase of the learning process, consisting of the group
discussion stage, fieldwork procedures stage, presentation stage, research and working stage, and Exhibiting
stage. The instruments used in this study were 2 phenomenon and 30 lesson plans of phenomenon-based
learning provision, and the observing behavior assessment form of collaboration skills of young children. The
quantitative data were analyzed by means, standard deviation, and qualitative data was content analysis and
data source triangulation.

The study results showed that young children who participated in the project approach by using
phenomenon-based learning provision had post-test mean scores both overall and each aspect higher with
improved collaboration skills consisted of working with others both small and large groups aspect showed
that young children could share ideas and information from learning experiences in both small and large
groups higher, complaining with the rules and regulations according to the work process aspect showed that
young children they could complain with the rules and regulations according to the work process and
awareness of the participation of others showed that young children which could persuade others to work together.

The objectives of this research were: 1) to study the state of student-centered learning management,
and 2) to develop the components and indicators for monitoring and evaluation of student-centered
learning management.

The research tool was a
rating scale questionnaire, checking content validity by five experts. It obtained IOC values in each item
between 0.80-1.00 and was tried out by 30 teachers, checking confidence through Cronbach's alpha
coefficient analysis, having a reliability value of the whole copy was .956. The data were analyzed for
statistical value by a computer package program and using the Mplus program for affirmative component analysis.
The research findings found that the overall student-centered learning management showed
the average in high level (Mean=4.224, S.D.=0.681). For the teacher's learning management, it was at the
high level (Mean=4.276, S.D.=0.676), the item with the highest level of mean was the positive classroom
management (Mean= 4.476, S.D.=0.608), whereas the lowest level of mean was the use of media
information technology and resources learning (Mean=4.188, S.D.=0.711). For the student's learing
outcomes, the overall with a high level (Mean=4.171, 5.D.=0.682), the item with the highest level of mean
was the interaction and engagement (Mean=4.308, S.D.=0.673), and the lowest level of mean was the
ability of thinking and practice (Mean=4.121, S.D.=0.683). The confirmatory factor analysis of indicators for
monitoring and evaluation of the student-centered learning management model was consistent with the

The purposes of this research were to: 1) develop the learning activity packages based
on the sufficiency economy philosophy to enhance life skills for Mathayomsuksa 5 students of
the Demonstration School, University of Phayao 2) compare the life skills of students before and
after being taught by using the learning activity packages based on the sufficiency economy
philosophy for Mathayomsuksa 5 students, and 3) study the satisfaction of Mathayomsuksa 5
students toward the learning activity packages based on the sufficiency economy philosophy. The
sample consisted of 20 students in Mathayomsuksa 5.2 of the Demonstration School, University
of Phayao during the first semester of the academic year in 2020 by using purposive sampling
from the checklist scores. The research instruments included 1) the life skills checklist 2) the life
skills test, and 3) the satisfaction questionnaire toward the learning activity packages based on the
sufficiency economy philosophy. The statistics used for analyzing the data were percentage, mean
and standard deviation.

The results of the research revealed that: 1) the learning activity packages based on the
sufficiency economy philosophy to enhance life skills for Mathayomsuksa 5 students with scores
(i = 3.81, S.D. = 0.93), it can be described that the overall quality of the activity package was
correct and the suitability was in a good level. 2) The results after using the leaming activity
packages based on the sufficiency economy philosophy to enhance life skills for Mathayomsuksa
5 students found that the life skills of 20 students after being taught by 5 learning activity packages
were higher in each aspect than before the experiment. 3) The satisfaction of students toward the
learning activity packages based on the sufficiency economy philosophy after using 7 learning

activity packages was found at the highest level (Y =4.75,S.D. = 0.44).

The participatory action learning with action research was conducted in response to an
urgent need in providing effective education to develop good citizenship for students in the unrest
area of the southernmost provinces of the country.

The results of the research were as follows: The results of Computer Adaptive Testing Programs
of teacher’s competencies in research for learning development has developed a Web Application
format, it was found that Computer Adaptive Testing Program Development for Measuring Teacher
Competencies in Research for Learning Development all aspects were suitable at the highest level. It
consists of general characteristics, convenience of use, accuracy, safety and the clarity of the user manual.
For the correlation test, it was found that the results of the student using paper-based test and program-
based test were positively correlated with statistically significant at a level of 0.05, Finally, the results of
the student's opinion assessment of the Computer Adaptive Testing Program for Measuring Teacher
Competencies in Research for Learning development, it was found that all aspects were suitable at the
highest level.

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Abstract

This research aimed to causal factors influencing the statistical literacy of nine grader
students in the three southernmost provinces, the sample was 350 of nine grader students. The
research instrument was statistical literacy items test including five components as the literacy,
statistical knowledge, mathematical knowledge, context knowledge, and critical skills. The
qguestionnaire was divided into four factors as experience on statistics, learning attitude,
achievement motivation, and teaching behavior. Confirmatory factor analysis with PLS- SEM
estimated with the partial least square method was used in the data analysis. The results of
the hypothesis testing were supported only four hypotheses out of 7 hypotheses as follows:
1) achievement motivation had a statistically significant positive influence on the statistical literacy
at the .05 level 2) achievement motivation had a statistically significant positive influence on the
learning attitude at the .01 level. 3) achievement motivation had a statistically significant positive
influence on the experience on statistics at the .01 level. 4) the teaching behavior had a

statistically significant positive influence on the learning attitudes at the .01 level.

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Abstract

This research project aimed to offer a museum-based learning model in Arts Education for
multiculturalism promotion in primary schools. The participants were six art teachers and 60 students
in seven schools in the three southern border provinces. The instruments were a focus group
discussion record, the teachers’ Arts Education Handbook for multiculturalism promotion, an
observation form on indicating behaviors of multicultural symbiosis, a set of multicultural art activities
for peace, and a post-activity satisfaction questionnaire

Results revealed that course contents within the museum-based learning model in Arts
Education for multiculturalism promotion were constructed by integrating Primary 5 visual arts
subjects and standards. Activity series and learning materials covered content as available in the
Southern Cultural Hall, starting from the southern border topography, archeology and ethnic history;
historical data from early periods, Rattanakosin to today; the Buddhist way of life; the Chinese way of
life; the Islamic way of life; handicrafts, performing arts, and folk games; local wisdom; to the current
southern border’s ways of life. Activities were conducted in two formats, including one carried out in
pairs by focusing on promoting knowledge of cultural roots and diversity from past to present and
another organized in groups by emphasizing practical experiences. More specifically, in the group
activity, the students were tasked to apply knowledge obtained from the Cultural Hall by creating
graphic arts. This activity aimed to promote desirable multicultural symbiotic behaviors, including
diversity acceptance, respect for differences, compassion, and critical thinking. The observation of
indicating behaviors of multicultural symbiosis revealed that the students who participated in the
activities earned extremely high scores and were able to create graphic arts that relevantly reflected
multicultural society and harmonious social symbiosis. In addition, the satisfaction questionnaire
revealed that the participants were extremely satisfied with the activities (M=2.58, SD=0.56).

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Abstract

This research examines causal factors which determine the learning quality of junior secondary
students under OBEC in Pattani who have been affected socially and economically during the
Coronavirus-19 pandemic in Pattani province. It also studies opinions and approaches for the student
body’s quality development. There were two stages in this research. Stage one involved allocating
causal factors which determined learning quality of students during the pandemic period. Informants
were 12 people, chosen by purposive sampling, comprising school directors, student advisors, parents,
and students. Stage two involved collecting opinions and approaches for the student body’s quality
development. Five informants, purposely chosen, were school executives, chiefs of government
agencies, and educational officials. Semi-structured interviews were employed in both stages; the data
were scrutinized by means of content analysis.

The findings reveal, in the light of the causal factors, that, for Family Socio-economic Status
(SES)at a family level, parents were in poverty, not being able to provide their children with sufficient
devices for online learning, whilst many others not having access to the Internet from their homes,
including a lack of time to accompany their children during online classes at home due to their working
hours. For SES at a school level, there were no effective means and skilled teaching staff members for
online classroom management. For SES at a community level, there was common objection on COVID-
19 vaccination, and there was no safety in life and properties. In light of people’s perspectives and ways
to quality development in the student body, free access to the Internet and necessary learning facilities
should be given to students by the state, communities, and schools. Lesson clips should be ready at all
times for recurrent reviews by students. Parents and the community should catch up with their children
about their studies on a daily basis. Compensation should be, by the state, allotted to students in need.
Most importantly, teaching staff members should be trained to acquire communication skills and
abilities to work effectively in the online environment.
