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Abstract

This article aims to propose a new perspective on learning outcomes and teaching approaches
for environmental education (EE). As such, education can address complex environmental
problems happening nowadays and those that will oecur in the future. The core concepts
presented in this article are derived from the International Handbook of Research on Environmental
Education (Stevenson, Brody, Dillon, & Wals, 2013), 7 systematic review articles related to EE
learning outcomes, 6 position papers regardless of a new perspective of EE learning outcomes and
teaching approaches, and 26 research articles related to action competence. These research
articles were obtained from high impact refereed journals from the field of EE, including Environmental
Education Research, Journal of Environmental Education, and others. The term used for access
to these articles was “action competence”. This article presents core ideas systematically
extracted from the literature. It begins with ‘the need for new EE learning outcome’ and
followed by ‘definition of action competence’, ‘aspects and indicators of action competence’,
and ‘instructional approaches for developing action competence’, respectively. We hope that
this article can be a catalyst to move the field of EE forward to the goal of Education for Sustainable
Development.

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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to 1) study digital leadership conceptual framework
of school administrators under the Bangkok Metropolitan Authority; 2) study need for digital
leadership development; 3) study guidelines for digital development, and 4. assess the guidelines
for digital development of the school administrators. The samples were 202 randomly selected
school administrators under the Bangkok Metropolitan Authority. There are 5 experts assessed
the conceptual framework, 9 experts assessed digital leadership development guidelines and 15
school administrators practiced the developed guideline. The tools for data collection were
assessment forms, a questionnaire, and a development handbook. The data were analyzed using
percentage, mean, standard deviations, a priority needs analysis, confirmatory factor analysis, and
content analysis. The findings were as fellows: 1) factors in digital leadership of the school
administrators were communication, public relations, image building, student attentiveness,
development towards professionalism, adjustment of learning and environment, and opportunity
provision.

The Development of Game on Mobile Application for
Media Literacy of Primary Students under Office of

Abstract

The aims of this study were to 1) develop game on mobile application for media literacy
in primary students of the secondary educational service area office Phra Nakhon Si Ayutthaya
and 2) study students’ satisfaction towards games on mobile application for media literacy. The
sample group in this study was 34 students for grade 6 students by using cluster sampling. This
study was divided into two phases, (i) study of learning context and problem that happened by
using interviews and questionnaires to students and teachers and (i) developing and studying the
using games on mobile application for media literacy. The research tools consisted of 1) game
on android mobile application for media literacy 2) quality and performance assessment
3) a structure interview form and 4) a satisfaction questionnaire. The statics method used to analyze
data were mean and standard.

The results showed that 1) the performance of content quality result was the highest
level (X = 4.70, S.D. = 0.46) and the performance of technical and design quality result was highest
level (X = 4.65, S.D. = 0.48), and 2) overall of student’s satisfaction to games on mobile application
for media literacy was the highest level (X = 4.73, S.D. = 0.47). The conclude of results show that

games on mobile application for media literacy can be used to develop media literacy skills.

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Abstract

This research aimed to verify the structural validity of the model against the empirical
data and to explore the level of factors affecting the success in sport competitions and studying
of Muay Thai athletes. The sample consisted of 300 Muay Thai athletes studying in 20 higher
education institution analyzed by multistage randomization. The research method was a questionnaire
developed by the researcher. The discriminant powers in sports and studying were between 0.51
and 0.87, and the confidence value was 0.98. The baseline data were analyzed by the LISREL
instant computer program. The confirmatory factor analysis was used to assist in the preparation
of the data in the study. The relationship between factors affecting success in sports competition
and studying Muay Thai athletes was analyzed.

The results showed that the structural straightness was checked consistently with the empirical
data. The Chi-square value was 8.41. The probability was 0.76 degrees of freedom, 14 (df=14).
The harmonious index (GFI) was 0.96. The modified harmonized index (AGFI) was 0.95. And the
mean square root index of estimated difference (RMSEA) was 0.02. When prioritizing the levels of
factors affecting athletic success from most to least, it was found that the highest was training-related
factors followed by environmental mental performance coaching self-management, and motivation.
The Order of success in studying showed the highest factor was related to self-management,

followed by environment training mental performance, motivation, and coaching respectively.

This current study aims 1) to study the components and indicators of the digital organization
for opportunity expansion school, 2) to find the concordance of indicators drawn from the digital
organization model for schools with empirical data, and 3) to propose a model of the digital
organization for opportunity expansion school. The multi-stage sampling was employed, in which
the samples of the study were over 270 school administrators and teachers. The research
instrument was a 5-point scaled questionnaire with 0.967 reliability. The data were analyzed
using descriptive statistics and comfirmatory factor analysis. The model was developed by
documentary research and evaluated the appropriateness, feasibility, and utility of model by 7
experts. The results showed accordingly. First, there are 4 components and 14 indicators of the
digital organization model for opportunity expansion schools in Nakhonratchasima Primary
Educational Service Area Office 3. The 4 components were 1) digital leadership having 4 indicators,
2) digital culture having 3 indicators, 3) digital competencies of personnel having 3 indicators, and
4) digital system having 4 indicators. Second, the indicators drawn from the digital organization

The objectives were to 1) study basic information and build a body of knowledge based
on a language competency curriculum, and 2) examine the process of building systemic elements
of language.

The study aimed to investigate the effects of self-effcacy and social support promotion
programs on knowledge health behavior and weight reduction of undergraduate students at
Thailand National Sport University, Yala campus those who are overweight conducting
before and after participating in the activity. The participants of the study were 60 overweight and
volunteered undergraduate students. This research is quasi-experimental and they were divided
into two groups, experimental and controlled groups. The data was collected before and after
the experiment. Ten weeks of the experiment were conducted by the experimental group in
to compare the effects of the activity management of the control group. The statistics used in
the present study were basic statistics including standard deviation, means, and Independent t-test.

The findings revealed that health promotion activity management by applying self-efficacy
with social support theories which was developed by the researcher can be applied with overweight
undergraduate students. The finding also showed that the participants of the experimental group
khow about obesity and health promotion. The weight of the participants of experimental group and
the controlled group were significantly different (.01). In addition, the perception about self-
efficacy on health promotion of the participants of the experimental group and the controlled
group were also significantly different (.05).

The findings revealed that: The proposed policy comprised six topics: 1) policy :
education for national security through sports processes leads to further education and employment
of youth in the border provinces 2) policy program : sport dreams project into the education
system in border provinces 3) objectives 4) target groups and areas : border provinces and
southern border provinces (including Pattani province) 5) mechanisms and measures, having 3
levels : policy level, integration and policy driving level and operational level and 6) policy
assessment, having 4 aspects: inputs, processes, outcomes, and impacts. The evaluation of the

proposed policy in terms of feasibility and suitability was at the highest level.

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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to analyze and examine the consistency of the developed
causal relationship model of school bullying behavior on connectedness among elementary school
students with empirical data among primary school students. They were selected by stratified
random sampling. The sample group consisted of 1,200 students in grades 1-6 from the Chonburi
Primary Educational Service Area Office. The research instrument is the rating-scale questionnaire
developed by the researcher It has a confidence value of .96. was used as the research instrument.
In the data analysis, descriptive statistics and structural equation modelling by LISREL were employed.

The result shows that the developed model was consistent with the empirical data,
considering the statistical chi-square of 30.41, the degree of freedom (df) of 23, the probability
(p) of .14, the RMSEA of .02, the RMR of .01, the SRMR of .01, the GFI of .99, the AGFI of .99, the
CFl of .99, and the NNFI of .99. All variables accounted for 75% of the variance in student
connectedness, upon controlling besides school support and Perception and acceptance of
Diversity In addition, bullying behavior had a negative direct influence on school support with
influencing coefficient of -.12, as well as a negative indirect influence on Perception and acceptance

of Diversity with an influencing coefficient of -.12 through school support.

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Abstract

The main objective of this research was to develop the process of empowering Chinese
language teacher students towards the characteristics of strength Chinese teachers. The research
study was divided into 2 phases: 1) to analyze the data obtained from interviews with 125
participants to determine the current and desirable conditions of strength Chinese teachers'
characteristics for Chinese language teacher students at Northern Rajabhat University; and 2) to
develop and evaluate the effectiveness and efficiency of the empowering process by assessing the
quality of the process developed from 12 experts and the sample groups in the process consisting
of Chinese language teacher students from the first year to the third year (a total of 45 volunteers)
at Lampang Rajabhat University. Data were collected using interviews and assessment forms,
descriptive statistics, analyzing the Needs Index (PNlyogiieq) @and one sample test t-test were
used to analyze the data.

The results of the research found that 1) present Chinese language teacher students in
Northern Rajabhat University should be developed and empowered in order to achieve the
highest level of proficiency in Chinese language, 2) empowering process was developed into
a training course concerning the potential of the students according to their age, namely the"
Proficiency in Chinese language" course for the first year, the "Creative Thinking" course for the
second year, and the "Integrated Learning Management" course for the third, each of which was
developed to a high standard, and 3) Students who participated in empowering process had
significantly higher Chinese language proficiency, creative thinking skills and integrated learning

management skills than the specified criteria at the .01 level.
