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Abstract

This study aimed to develop a local curriculum based on constructivist learning principles
using the Ko Yo community, Songkhla Province, as a case study for pre-service teachers at the Faculty
of Education, Songkhla Rajabhat University. The purposes of this study were 1) to examine the quality
of the developed curriculum 2) investigate the effects of curriculum implementation on pre-service
teachers’ knowledge, understanding, and skills in designing local-based learning; and 3) explore
learners’ satisfaction with the curriculum. The sample consisted of 30 third-year pre-service teachers
selected through purposive sampling. Research instruments included the developed local curriculum,
constructivist-based lesson plans, a pre-test and post-test, and a satisfaction questionnaire. Data were
analyzed using mean, standard deviation, and dependent t-test. The results showed that the curriculum
was evaluated at a very good level. Post-test achievement was significantly higher than pre-test
achievement at the .05 level of significance. Learners’ satisfaction with the curriculum was at the
highest level. These findings indicate that integrating constructivist learning with local context

effectively enhances learning outcomes and promotes learners’ awareness and pride in their local

community.
