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Abstract

This research aimed to: 1. develop a training curriculum to enhance community activity
management competencies of undergraduate students in the Bachelor of Education Program in Physical
Education at Thaksin University; and 2. evaluate the effectiveness of the developed training curriculum.
The study employed a survey research design using a research and development (R&D) process, guided
by Taba’s curriculum development model, which consists of seven stages: needs and situation analysis,
formulation of objectives, selection and organization of content, selection and organization of learning
experiences, and determination of evaluation procedures. The principles, theoretical foundations, and
processes for instrument development were implemented in two phases. Phase 1: involved the
development of the training curriculum through data collection from expert opinions; and Phase 2:
focused on evaluating the effectiveness of the training curriculum by collecting data from an assessment
of students” community activity management competencies before and after participating in the training
program, using a one-group pretest—posttest design.

The developed training curriculum comprised the curriculum rationale and objectives, a content
structure organized into three learning units, instructional media, and assessment instruments. Five
experts reviewed the curriculum and rated its content validity, yielding a Content Validity Index (CVI) of
0.92. The competency questionnaire (12 items) demonstrated high internal consistency with Cronbach’s
alpha = 0.93. The curriculum was piloted with a sample of 30 students. Paired comparisons of pretest
and posttest scores showed significant improvements after training. the ability to organize community

activities of students scores increased from a pretest mean of X =12.40 (SD = 2.80) to a posttest mean

of X = 16.87 (SD = 2.35), with a statistically significant difference at the .05 level.
