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Abstract

This research aimed to develop an enrichment curriculum to enhance desirable
public mind for undergraduaie students at Thaksin University, Songkhla Campus, and
investigate the effectiveness of the designed curriculum. There were four sieps in the
process of curriculum development.

Step 1 The study and Analysis of Basic Data: This included a collection of data
from documents and related research, interviews with related people, and group discussions
of students from the Public Service club. The results showed that public mind was regarded
as a key characteristic and it was necessary to implant in the students. The state of public
mind consisted of three aspects; cognition, attitude and behavior.

Step 2 Curriculum Development: In this step the results as obtained from Step 1
were used to determine the details of the drafied curriculum which consisted of fundamental
concepts, curriculum rational, objectives, structure, learning experience, and measurement

and evaluation. The designed curriculum consisted of 4 learning units and 8 activities.
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Learning experiences were arranged through the four steps in developing public mind:
perceiving or receiving, responding, valuing, and organizing and characterizing. Time spent
in curriculum frial was 40 hours in total. The curriculum was assessed by experts for its
appropriateness and consistency. It was found that every element of the curriculum was
appropriate and consistent with the approach to building up the public mind in students.
All suggestions derived from the assessment of the drafted curriculum were used to improve
the curriculum.

Step 8 Curriculum Trial: This step was carried out in order to determine the
effectiveness of the curriculum. The researcher used the quasi - experimental design and
a one group pretest — postiest design with 40 first - year undergraduate students of the
Faculty of Edocation in the 2011 academic year at Thaksin University, Songkhla campus,
who applied to participate in the trial and were selected by the set criteria. The results
showed that the levels of student’s public mind before and after the experiment were
significantly different at the level of .001 and the practice public mind was found to meet
the set criteria in every step. The students were also satisfied with the curriculum at a .
high level.

Step 4 Curriculum Evaluation and Improvement: The results obtained from thc
experiment showed that all elements of the curriculum were appropriate. However, after
the trial the curriculum was improved by adjusting time of both lecturing and doing
activities to meet the structure of 40 hour training periods and revising the language used
and lesson plans to make them contiguous. Eventually, the final output of the curriculum
to implant the public mind for undergraduate students at Thaksin University, Songkhla
campus was completed. - '
