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Abstract

The piano recital is for the development of performance skills. The performer selects standard
repertoire from different time periods which requires technique, analysis, historical backgrounds, practice
strategies, and preparation. The final outcome is a polished presentation of the chosen music to the
public.

For this recital, the performer selects 7 songs by 4 composers from Baroque, Classic, Romantic and
Twentieth-Century period, as follows: (1) Sonata in A major K. 208 by Domenico Scarlatti (2) Sonata in A
major K. 209 by Domenico Scarlatti (3) Sonata in E major Op. 109 by Ludwig van Beethoven (4) Song
without Words Op. 19 No. 4 by Felix Mendelssohn (5) Song without Words Op. 30 No. 6 by Felix
Mendelssohn (6) Variations Sérieuses Op. 54 by Felix Mendelssohn (7) Alborada del gracioso by Maurice
Ravel.

The piano recital took place at the Tongsuang’s Studio, 54/1 Sukhumvitsoi 3 on Tuesday, 21 April,
2015 at 3.30 p.m. The approximate time of the piano recital is one hour and thirty miniutes including an

interval.
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
