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Abstract

The purposes of this article were to study the roles and importance of
participation between the government, private sector, and civil society in driving smart
city policies, to present guidelines for integrating collaboration among all sectors to
concretely promote the development of smart cities, and to provide recommendations
to enhance the efficiency of the policy implementation. The successful implementation
of smart city policies requires collaboration among all sectors including the government,
private sector, and civil society. The government plays a crucial role in establishing clear
policies and operational frameworks, allocating budgets, and supporting necessary
infrastructure while the private sector can offer innovations and new technologies to
improve urban management. Meanwhile, the civil society can serve as an intermediary
to listen to public opinions and needs to ensure that smart city development can truly
respond to the genuine demands of the people. Therefore, the collaboration among the
government, private sector, and civil society is the key to success in sustainable smart

city development that truly benefits the people.
