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Abstract

This research studied the success factors in transitioning to a digital organization
and explored the challenges and obstacles in this transition in the 21 century. The
researcher employed qualitative research techniques and data collection through in-
depth interviews with key informants from the Ministry of Agriculture and Cooperatives,
including senior executives, mid-level officials, and operational staff, using purposive
sampling for 20 participants. Additionally, document analysis and non-participant
observation were employed. Data analysis was conducted using inductive methods.
The study found that the factors for transitioning to a digital organization included five
factors: 1) Leadership, 2) Personnel, 3) Technology, 4) Organizational culture, and
5) Organizational structure. The challenges and obstacles in the transition to a digital
organization included 1) A lack of modern technological equipment, precision of
technology, and riskiness in data security, 2) Personnel issues, where age differences
affected the perception and learning of modern technology, and the organization lacked
technology experts, 3) Problems with the huge and complex bureaucratic structures,
which involved complexed procedures that did not support flexible working, 4) Issues
with traditional work procedures that hindered critical thinking skills, and 5) Problems with

any changes in organizational cultures, which also affected organizational management.

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Abstract

The transition after graduation poses significant psychosocial challenges for
adolescents with autism spectrum disorder (ASD), often exacerbated by the immediate
cessation of services and support. Community music projects are one way to support and
help adolescents with autism spectrum disorder who are adjusting and transitioning from
school to the workforce. This study aimed to explore the current practices of community
music projects, examine the indications, and provide practical information for music
therapists, community leaders, and care providers by reviewing relevant literature on
community music projects for adolescents and adults with ASD. Out of 784 studies
screened, 15 met the inclusion criteria. The research findings revealed that community
music projects were primarily reported in the United States. The nature of the projects
was diverse, and adolescents and young adults had a demand for community music
projects. The strategies for implementing these projects offered valuable insights for future
research. The in-depth analysis demonstrated the involvement of the process in
organizing music projects, which resulted in outcomes that helped adolescents adapt
better. These strategies should be further developed for future research to continue

benefiting future generations.
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Introduction

Autism spectrum disorder (ASD) is a neurodevelopmental condition characterized
by challenges in social interaction, communication, and repetitive behaviors (American
Psychiatric Association, 2013). As the prevalence of ASD rises, the need for policies
supporting specialized education and therapeutic services becomes increasingly important
(Kulage, Goldberg, Usseglio, Romero, Bain, & Smaldone, 2020, p. 2120). However, many
individuals lose access to these resources after graduation (Laxman, Taylor, DaWalt,
Greenberg, & Mailick, 2019, p. 917).

Without necessary support, many individuals with ASD face persistent challenges
in social communication and emotional regulation (Poon, 2012, pp. 135-138), leading to
reduced activity participation and isolation (Lounds Taylor, Adams, & Bishop, 2017, p. 669).
This impacts their overall well-being (World Health Organization, 2001) and increases the
risk of developing physical and mental health issues (Curnow, Rutherford, Maciver,
Johnston, Prior, Boilson, Shah, Jenkins, & Meff, 2023, pp. 23).

Post-graduation interventions for individuals with ASD must support their unique
needs and promote community involvement. Unfortunately, access to essential services,
such as employment and residential support is far below demand (Gerhardt & Lainer,
2011, pp. 39-43). Transition programs often lack collaboration between schools, agencies
and families, limiting the availability of support (Laxman, Taylor, DaWalt, Greenberg, &
Mailick, 2019, p. 917). Even when accepted in programs, many receive inadequate support
(Murphy, Beadle-Brown, Wing, Gould, Shah, & Holmes, 2005, p. 416), and few programs
are research-supported (Curnow, Rutherford, Maciver, Johnston, Prior, Boilson, Shah,
Jenkins, & Meff, 2023, p. 24). Improving community participation during the transition to
adulthood is therefore crucial.

Community music projects have shown to benefit young people with ASD,
promoting personal and social outcomes, such as enhanced self-awareness, musical
interests and skills, reduced anxiety, and stronger social connections (Corbett et al., 2014,
pp. 11-12; Thompson, Hayward, & Raine, 2022, pp. 33-37). The literature documents
various community music projects for adolescents and young adults with ASD, including
ensemble and theatre performances (Bakan, 2014; Brandalise, 2015), music-making with
voice and instruments (Young, 2020), and the use of music technology (Greher, Hillier,
Dougherty, & Poto, 2010, p. 9).

Yi and Kim’s (2023) scoping review highlights the wide applicability of community

music projects for well-being. Similarly, substantial literature exists on such projects for
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adolescents and young adults with ASD, although styles, contexts, and approaches vary.
This paper aims to provide a systematic summary of community music projects for
individuals aged 13 to 29 with ASD, enhancing understanding for therapists and community
leaders, guiding current practices, and inspiring new innovative approaches. A scoping
review, incorporating a broad spectrum of sources (Peters, Godfrey, Mclnerney, Munn,
Tricco, & Khalil, 2020) was selected as the most suitable method to address the research
questions posed in this study.

Research Questions

1. What are the existing studies of community music projects for adolescents and
young adults with ASD?

2. What are the implementation characteristics and strategies of these projects

catered to this population?

Materials and Methods

Data Sources and Search Strategy

This scoping review aimed at identifying on community-based music projects for
adolescents and young adults with ASD. Peer-reviewed articles, theses and other
unpublished sources were considered also. The search included electronic databases,
such as Academic Search Ultimate, PubMed, and ERIC. Hand searches included reference
lists of included studies and tables of content from music therapy journals including
Australian Journal of Music Therapy, Journal of Music Therapy, Nordic Journal of Music
Therapy, and Voices: A World Forum for Music Therapy.

The search terms included: (“community” or “ecological”) and (“music therapy”
or “music intervention” or “music activities” or “choir” or “band” or “orchestra”) and
(“autism” or “ASD” or “autism spectrum disorder” or “autistic” or “asperger”) and
(“adolescents” or “teenagers” or “high school” or “young adults”). These terms were
searched as keywords, titles, abstracts, and MeSH.

Inclusion and Exclusion Criteria

The inclusion and exclusion criteria are presented in Table 1. This review focuses
on English publications from the past 15 years to ensure up-to-date relevance.
Foundational work by Ansdell (2002); Stige (2002); and Pavlievic and Ansdell (2004) framed
early concepts of community music therapy (CoMT), which has expanded during the 2010s
(Stige, 2015, p. 236). Narrowing the scope of this review to the last 15 years captures the
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evolution of CoMT interventions, reflecting contemporary societal needs and

advancements in the field.

Study Selection Process

Initially, 802 records were identified, with 784 remaining after duplicates were
removed. Next, abstracts and titles were screened based on inclusion criteria, and 15
articles were eventually included in the review, as detailed in Figure 1, following Preferred
Reporting Items for Systematic Reviews guidelines (Moher, Liberati, Tetzlaff, & Altman,
2010, p. 339).

Data Extraction and Analysis

Data were extracted using an Excel sheet modeled after Lee's (2013, p. 10)
systematic review, capturing study characteristics (e.g. authors, year, location) and
implementation characteristics (e.g. goals, music interventions, outcomes). The data were

categorized, tabulated, and analyzed, with descriptive statistics for key variables.

Key Characteristics. Of the 15 included studies, most were conducted in America

(n=10). Detailed key study characteristics were provided in Table 2.

Participant Characteristics. The majority of participants had ASD-related diagnoses
(n=13). However, two studies (Shiloh & LaGasse, 2014, pp. 116-117; Fogle & Scott, 2023)
did not specify the diagnoses but focused on sensory-friendly concerts (SFCs). The
participants' ages ranged widely (8-38 years) with a focus on adolescents and young adults.
Participants represented local communities (n=7), organizations serving individuals with
ASD (n=4), music-based groups or organizations (n=4).

Key Characteristics of Music Projects. Music therapists were the most common
facilitators (n=8), followed by professional musicians and music students. The studies
identified nine types of music activities: ensemble, theater, performance, recording,
audience member, music-making, music and dance, group singing, and music learning. All
except two studies utilized multiple types of activities. Music-making was the most

common activity (n=12), followed by performance and recording.
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Implementation Characteristics

Implementation characteristics, including goal areas, and implementation strategiesand
accommodations were summarized in Table 3.

Goals. Most studies targeted multiple goal areas. The most common were social
goals (n=6), followed by community inclusion and self-expression (n=>5).

Implementation Strategies and Accommodations. In terms of music strategies, the
studies utilized various music types (familiar, preferred, original, improvised, self-
composed) and instrument types (multicultural and music technology), selected carefully
for specific objectives. Accommodations included providing earplugs, avoiding PA systems,
and using online platforms for sound and environment control. Regarding planning and
facilitation strategies, ten projects used structured approaches with defined sequence or
final outputs, while the remaining used more flexible, participant-led methods. Participant
involvement varied widely, with eight studies providing high levels of involvement in
musical creation and performances, five studies offering control over selecting music

activities and reflection sharing, and two studies following a set plan.

Conclusion & Suggestions

Summary of findings

Out of 784 studies initially screened, 15 met the inclusion criteria for this review.
Most were predominantly carried out in the USA in the past 15 years, utilized a diverse
range of research methodologies and published in journals on music therapy, music
education, community music, psychology, and autism. The community music projects
with ASD were thoroughly examined and the synthesis revealed that the goals and
outcomes aligned with their post-graduation needs. This suggests the practicality and
applicability of tailored community music projects in promoting participation and

community engagement for individuals with ASD. Additionally, the implementation
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strategies and outcomes listed offer valuable direction and information for future research
and community music projects.

Limitations

The study presents some inherent limitations. Firstly, the predominantly US-based
studies limit global perspectives, highlighting the need for geographically diverse research.
Secondly, varied methodologies across studies hinder direct comparisons and definitive
conclusions. Thirdly, reliance on self-reported data, which may be less reliable for this
population, suggests the need for broader data sources. Lastly, language restrictions and
specific keywords used may have excluded relevant studies, narrowing the scope.
Community music projects focusing on music needs or skills training are beyond the scope
of this study.

Suggestions for Future Research

The suggestions include: 1) expanding research globally to incorporate diverse
perspectives; 2) using mixed methods research; 3) conducting longitudinal studies to
understand long-term impacts; 4) exploring various projects to enhance resources for ASD
individuals; 5) improving interagency collaboration for better access to such programs and
services; and 6) comparing methods, venues, strategies, activities, and accommodations

to develop specific protocols for these community music projects.
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Abstract

The purpose of this article was to explore the meaning, characteristics, forms,
activities, or measures of social control, as well as to study the patterns of social control
in the prevention and resolution of drug problems in Mother of The Nation Fund
Communities, Chiang Rai Province. The research used a qualitative approach, with key
informants, namely members of the village committee of Mother of The Nation Fund
Communities, Chiang Rai Province and four members from each of the four
communities, Who played significant roles in preventing and solving drug issues. The
study concluded that the concept of social control in drug prevention and resolution
referred to social control as a key mechanism in managing drug-related problems. This
process focused on controlling the behavior of community members in order to be in
line with appropriate norms. This included both formal and informal social control.
Formal control involves law enforcement and the judicial process to punish offenders,
while informal control involves instilling correct values from a young age through family,
community, and religious institutions. From the study, it was found that there were 21
forms of social control. Additionally, the research highlighted six key characteristics of
social control in Mother of The Nation Fund Communities, Chiang Rai Province. These
processes were crucial for fostering collaboration between the government, community,
and families, in order to prevent drug use, raise awareness of its impacts, and provide

opportunities for former addicts to reintegrate into society sustainably.

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Abstract

This research aimed to explore the scenario and guidelines for promoting student identity in
the metropolis for citizenship in a city for all. It employed a future research approach using the EDFR
technique and Focus Group Discussions. The data sources for the future research were experts with
knowledge and experience in working within the Bangkok Metropolitan Administration, selected
through purposive sampling. These experts were divided into four groups: 1) those involved with
the elderly, people with disabilities, and disadvantaged groups, 2) those involved with career
development and welfare, 3) those involved with education management, and 4) those involved with
society and culture, totaling twenty participants. The experts engaged in the Focus Group Discussions
were selected from experience in managing education within schools under the Bangkok Metropolitan
Administration, amounting to seven participants. The research results revealed that: 1) the future
vision of student identity in the metropolis for citizenship in a city for all should focus on five key areas
of educational management: 1) academic planning, 2) curriculum management, 3) learning
management, 4) media, innovation and technology development, and 5) community participation, 2)
guideline for promoting leamer identity in the metropolis included four approaches: 1) promoting
students' skills in innovation creation, 2) promoting students' linguistic competencies for communication
within the metropolis, 3) promoting students' vocational skills and entrepreneurship to improve their
quality of life, and 4) promoting students' life skills to become responsible citizens who took pride in
Thai identity.

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Abstact

This research aimed to analyze the structure of communication situations in shadow
puppet shows in Surat Thani Province by applying the ethnographic framework of
communication of Dell Hymes. The study was divided into two communication situations: a
small-scale shadow puppet shows and a full-scale shadow puppet shows. This was qualitative
research that collected data from documents and field observations. The sample group was a
group of shadow puppet masters and a group of 5 audience members selected using a
purposive sampling method. The research results found that the structure of the
communication situations in the shadow puppet shows had 8 important elements: 1) the scene
and the small-scale shows had the host prepare the place, while the full-scale shadows, the
shadow puppet troupe set up the theater by themselves, 2) the commmunicators, consisting of
the shadow puppet troupe and the audience, 3) the purpose of the event was to focus on
creating entertainment. While the small-scale shows emphasized participation, the full-scale
shows emphasized cultural conservation, 4) the order of speech acts, and the words used vary
depending on the nature of the work, 5) tone, many characteristics depending on the dubbing
of the master, 6) communication tools, including non-verbal and verbal language, 7) interaction
norms, respected in the Wai Khru ceremony, including the chorus respected and obeyed the
master, greeting and saying goodbye to the host and the audience, and 8) types of
communication, performing arts of local people in the southern region. Shadow puppet shows
in each situation caused communication to be different. Therefore, it was very important to

understand the rules or patterns of each event for the shows to be successful.

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Abstract

The study and development of large-scale agricultural product packaging (Nam Dok Mai
mango) in Samut Prakan Province aimed to develop large-scale agricultural product packaging
(Nam Dok Mai mango) in Samut Prakan Province and to assess the satisfaction of farmers and
consumers with large-scale agricultural product packaging (Nam Dok Mai mango) in Samut
Prakan Province. The sample groups were representatives of large-scale agricultural farmers in
Nam Dok Mai mango in Samut Prakan Province, 5 representatives of agricultural officers in Samut
Prakan Province, an expert in packaging design, and 3 marketing experts and designers, and 30
farmers who produced and consumed Nam Dok Mai mango. The research instruments were
interview forms for packaging development needs, questionnaires on opinions on packaging
development, and satisfaction assessment forms for large-scale agricultural product packaging
(Nam Dok Mai mango) in Samut Prakan Province. The results of the research found that the
new packaging structure allowed the product to be clearly seen inside, had ventilation holes,
was appropriately sized for the product, could be stacked, and was convenient for postal
transportation. The satisfaction assessment results of farmers and consumers towards large-
scale agricultural product packaging (Nam Dok Mai mango) in Samut Prakan Province showed
that the satisfaction assessment results were at a very satisfactory level, i.e., Type 2 had an
average value &:4.10, S.D.=0.77),and Type 3 had satisfaction. Type 1 was at a very satisfactory
level with an average of &:4.09, S.D.=0.86) and Type 2 was at a very satisfactory level with an
average of &:3.67, S.D. = 0.85).

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Abstract

This article is part of a thesis titled “Christian Art in the Sacred Heart Church,
Ratchaburi Province”. The aim of this study was to analyze the concepts, content, and
symbols of the sculptures in the sanctuary of the Sacred Heart Church, Ratchaburi
province. This was a qualitative academic study involving document analysis and the
analysis of sculptural works. The results of the study revealed that the sculptures featured
various symbols used to denote identity, characteristics, status, importance, and content.
Some symbols had specific meanings regardless of context, while others might change
their meaning when combined with different symbols. Additionally, the sculptures played
a significant role in expressing the concepts of the sanctuary and the church through their
placement. The placement of the sculptures also created relationships among individual

pieces, leading to interpretations that extended to other conceptual ideas.

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Abstract

Many artists in the 20™ century were influenced by the concept of psychogeography
through the process of drifting (Dérive) — a French term meaning “floating”. This process
involves exploring the city by walking quickly, with the aim of altering the pedestrian’s
perspective of the unpredictable city. The ideal outcome is that pedestrians become
more aware of the overlooked or neglected urban environment, starting to perceive new
things through their senses as part of their everyday experience in urban life. This study
examined the creative processes of five contemporary artists: 1) Franz Ackermann, 2) Julie
Mehretu, 3) Janet Cardiff and George Bures Miller, 4) Rirkrit Tiravanija, and 5) Invader. These
artists identified their creative processes through the dérive, resulting in artworks with

intriguing perspectives, ideas, forms, and techniques.

Nora Rongkru is an important ritual in southern Thailand, especially for those
considered to have Nora descent. This ritual is not only practiced in the south of
Thailand but also in Siamese communities on the Malay Peninsula, such as Kelantan,
Perlis, Kedah, and Perak, particularly among the Siamese people in Ban Bang Sae.
Kelantan is bordered by Narathiwat Province in Thailand, and the Siamese ancestors
settled there before it became a British colony and later a state of Malaysia. The Kolok
River forms the border between Thailand and Malaysia. The Siamese people in Bang Sae,
Kelantan, have continued to live according to their traditional way of life, using the Thai
language and preserving their cultural practices, much like the Thai people in the south.
Through the study of Nora's influence, beliefs, and faith in Thailand, it was found that
the Nora Rong Krua ceremony of the Siamese people in Bang Sae, Kelantan, shared
similarities with the Nora Rong Krua ritual in the south of Thailand. This ritual was deeply
rooted in the beliefs surrounding Dr. Nora, and the Siamese people of Bang Sae held
great respect for Dr. Nora. This reflected the persistence of their cultural heritage,
influenced by the beliefs and traditions of Dr. Nora, which continued to shape the

Siamese community in Ban Bang Sae, Kelantan, Malaysia.
