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Abstract

This research aims to study the service marketing mix that affects
the management capability of nursing homes and elderly care businesses
in Thailand. The researchers used qualitative research methodology, a case
study, and in-depth personal interviews with six participants and three
academics. The data triangulation examined three data sources. The
findings revealed that the factors of service marketing strategy affecting the
competence of management of nursing homes and elderly care
businesses were 1) products and service, 2) price, 3) location, 4) promotion,
5) personnel, 6) physical environment, 7) research process and suggestion
which specify the significance of service marketing strategies such as
products and services, prices, sales channels, sales promotion, staff, and
physical environment. These factors were important in reaching consumer
demand, generating profits, and having competitive advantages in the
service market. In addition, the service marketing strategy brings the most
excellent satisfaction to both parties by creating added values of the
services to meet the needs of the customer's mind and be loyal to the
organization (Lovelock, C., Wirtz, J., & Hemzo, M. A. (2011).
