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Abstract

This study aimed to investigate the level of psychological
characteristics in the future orientation, internal locus of control,
achievement motive, level of public mind behavior, and the
relationship between psychological characteristics and public mind
behavior of students at Thailand National Sports University, Bangkok
campus. The respondents were 300 students selected by a
proportionate stratified random sampling and simple random sampling
during Academic Year 2019. Close-ended questions were employed as
tools in the study and analyzed by Frequency, Percentage, Mean,
Standard Deviation, and Pearson's product- moment correlation
coefficient. The results showed that 1) the students had the level of
psychological characteristics of the future orientation, internal locus of
control, achievement motive, public mind behavior at a high level. 2)
Each characteristic was positively correlated with public mind behavior.
It revealed that the reinforcement from three psychological
characteristics could develop public mind behavior. If we utilize proper
and accurate reinforcement, we are definitely able to instill and

develop public mind behavior.
