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Abstract

The research aimed to study the factor analysis and
development of nostalgia tourism to travel intention of Thai
expatriates. It is a quantitative research of 400 samples using purposive
and snowball sampling data collections. The Exploratory Factor
Analysis (EFA) were used to analyzed the data to seek for the latent
variable and the Confirmatory Factor Analysis (CFA) to confirm the
components. The result found that 3 latent variances of the EFA and
CFA analysis were Socialization, National Identity, and Personal Identity
accounted for 67.91 percent. The test of the congruence of the
empirical data with the conceptual framework showed the following
results: Chi-square = 5119.798, df = 2.4, GFl = 0.963, AGFI = 0.930, NFI
= 0.966, IFl =0.977 CFI =0.977 and RMR =0.019 and the tourism
components are applicable to Thai expatriates’ Thailand nostalgia
tourism. The relevant organizations may apply or develop the research
result as a marketing tool to create distinctive points to attract tourists’
remembrance and desire of Thailand revisit in the future.
