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Abstract

This research studied the characteristics of ontology, epistemology, and
methodology of scientific realism and analyzed the neo-realism of Kenneth Waltz,
a theory of international relations, through the retroductive methodology of the
concept of scientific realism. The study found that, firstly, the ontology of scientific
realism is based on the ontology of foundationalism and believes that reality exists
in natural thoughts that can be perceived or not perceived. In other words, most
realities exist independent of human senses. The epistemology of scientific realism
is the retroduction that identifies the relevance between cause and phenomenon.
The methodology of scientific realism is the construction of models that explains the
phenomenon. Secondly, the ontology of the neo-realism theory of Kenneth Waltz is
a set of realities regarding the structure of the international system which is multi-
polar, bi-polar, and uni-polar. The structure of the international system is believed
to determine the pattern of states’ behaviors in the international system. Neo-realism
was framed by the epistemology and the retroductive methodology that identified
the relevance between the structure of the international system as a cause or inde-
pendent variable and the pattern of states’ behaviors as an effect or dependent
variable. The balance of power between states could occur regularly in the interna-

tional system.
