[ternational tourism, on the other hand, the state has no such authority to interfere
i the matters under the sovereignty of other states. A state may have tourism and
other related policies that are not in accord with those of other states. It is
necessary, therefore, to enter into agreement to eliminate such obstacles so that all
Interested states follow the same path to tourism promotion and development. The
ngreement in the Lower Mekong Basin Economic Circle Sub-regional framework
serves this purpose — a common direction for Thailand, Laos, Cambodia and

Vietnam.
