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ABSTRACT

In this research investigation, the researcher examines confirmatory factor analysis of
sustainable community-based tourism management: a case study of Nawatwithi (inno-life)
community-based tourism after the COVID-19 pandemic. The research population and sample
population in this quantitative research consisted of 406 tourism stakeholders. The research
instrument was a questionnaire. Data were statistically analyzed using a computer program.

The confirmatory factor analysis showed that the model exhibited a good fit with the empirical
data. The goodness of fit indices was as follows: X* = 189.982; df = 162.00; p-value = 0.066; X’/df =
1.173; GFI = 0.962; AGFI = 0.935; RMR = 0.021; RMSEA = 0.021; CFI = 0.997; and NFI = 0.982. The
tourism component factors showed consistence with the empirical data with the goodness of fit
indices as follows. Sustainable tourism management consisted of tourism components (0.93);
community-based tourism components (0.96); sustainable tourism (0.89); and community
participation in tourism management (0.54). The four components exhibited statistical significance.
The sustainable community-based tourism management model exhibited consistency with the
empirical data according to the criteria in all components. The government, the private sector, and
communities should focus on the components with higher weight values and make improvements to

the components with lower weight values.
