A Study of Impact of COVID-19 Pandemic on Citizens of
Damnoen Saduak Subdistrict Municipality, Ratchaburi Province

and Coping Strategies

Abstract

This research aimed (1) to assess the impact of COVID-19 pandemic on citizens living in Damnoen
Saduak Subdistrict Municipality, Ratchaburi Province, (2) to examine the level of citizen participation in
the work of Damnoen Saduak Subdistrict Municipality in dealing with the pandemic, and 3) to propose
effective and efficient guidelines for Damnoen Saduak Subdistrict Municipality in coping with the
pandemic. This research utilized a quantitative research method using a questionnaire survey with 400
residents living in Damnoen Saduak subdistrict, and a qualitative research method using an interview
with 5 key informants. This research found that the respondents’ health was most impacted by COVID-
19. The t-test analysis revealed that female respondents reported more health problems than men
statistically (t = -.83, p < .001). The highest level of citizen participation in dealing with the COVID-19
pandemic was the dissemination of governmental information related to COVID-19’s situation,
prevention, and control. Furthermore, the respondents decided to participate in the work of government
if they felt that COVID-19 would have an impact on their health and wellbeing (r = .324, p < .01). Finally,
this research offered some guidelines for Damnoen Saduak Subdistrict Municipality in coping with the
pandemic effectively and efficiently, such as (1) disseminating necessary information related to the
pandemic situation and distributing emergency supplies and essential items to the municipality’s
residents, (2) providing a field kitchen operating by community leaders, and (3) enhancing citizen

engagement in the work of the municipality during crises.
