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Influence of the Length of Homemade Shotgun Barrels on Accuracy and Shot
Patterns at Different Firing Distances by Nutrada Kaewsuknon, Worada Samosornsuk,
Teeranant Nakinpong, and Seksun Samosornsuk. The data were analyzed by analysis of
covariance and correlation. The results showed that the number of shots hitting the target was
positively correlated with the length of the barrel, whereas the diameter of the shot pattern was
negatively correlated with the length of the barrel, as an increase in length reduced shot pattern
diameter. It was concluded that there is a nonlinear relationship between barrel length, firing
distance and shot pattern. The results of our study can be used to estimate the distance at which a
shotgun has been fired in a crime scene.

The Implementation of Communication Strategies to Improve English Speaking
Skills for Eco-Cultural Tourism Staff at Highland Development Area in Thailand by
Thaweesak Chooma, Chutarat Seangkul, Apaporn Bulsathaporn. The purposes of this
research were: 1) to compare the pre/post-test scores of high, moderate, and low English proficiency
eco-cultural tourism staff by using the BSPE model; and 2) to conduct in-depth interviews and
observe the types of communication strategies (CSs) employed by high, moderate, and low English
proficiency Eco-Cultural Tourism staff. The sample consisted of 70 eco-cultural tourism staff at the
highland development area in Uthai Thani province, Thailand. They participated in the English for
eco-culture tourism workshop by doing a fifteen-hour course. A mixed-method methodology was
used, with quantitative and qualitative data collected through questionnaires and interviews
