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Abstract

This article studied the essential nature of Japan's parliamentary system. Results
were as follows: 1) The executive branch consists of an emperor who is head of state,
symbolizing the state but with no political power and a cabinet originated from the
Japanese National Diet, the national bicameral legislature of Japan; 2) the executive
may use a constitutional mechanism to dissolve the House of Representatives; and
3) the cabinet shall be politically responsible to the House of Representatives. These
findings suggest that although Japan adopted a parliamentary system after its loss in
World War II, the parliamentary system structure has helped make Japan a politically
stable nation.
