Emerging Asian Economies:

Beyond the Theory of Catch-Up Industrialization

Abstract

This article aims to analyse the economic and social changes in emerging Asian
economies from a perspective that goes beyond the catch-up industrialization theory by adding
a social dimension analysis, because in the past this theory has focused only on the economic
dimension. This study was divided into four parts comprising factory Asia, Asia as a giant
market, aging Asia, and exhausted Asia. The authors gathered statistical data from international
organizations and sources in Japan for the analysis. The article illustrates the dramatic changes
during the past two decades after the Asian Financial Crisis and concludes by proposing

Japan’s new roles and duties in this region, as well as outlining policy implications.
