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The Impacts of Japan’s International Security Policy Changes

on Japan-UN Relations

Abstract

In the post-Cold War period, the incrementally changes in Japan’s international
security policy, such as the expanding role of Self-Defense Forces and the enactment and
amendment of the related domestic bills and security treaties providing the opportunity for
Self-Defense Forces to play more active role in international community, have the linkage
between Japan and the United Nations relations since they have been framed by United
Nations’ framework, especially by the United Nations’ Peace Keeping Operations (UNPKO).

Japan’s expanding role toward international security along with Japan’s foreign
policy implementation toward the United Nations, for example the attempt in seeking for the
permanent seat on the United Nations Security Council and the important role in pushing
forward United Nation Reform, imply Japan’s intention and expectation on the desirable
outcome deriving from Japan-United Nations relations.

The emphasis on multilateralism together with bilateralism clearly refects Japan’s
attempt in searching for its identity, power, national interest and prestige in world com-

munity through the most infuential international organization like the United Nations.
