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Abstract

This research aims to study guidelines for developing Tsunami disaster area of Kamala Beach,
Phuket Province, to be a tourism area. The purposes of this research are to study situation, potential,
types of tourism and problems of developing the tourism area. The conditions and standards, then, are
analyzed to find appropriateness of the tourism development in that area and to reduce damage from
Tsunami in the future. Data from secondary sources such as map, land use map, Tsunami evacuation
plan, standards plan for Tsunami disaster area, are collected and analyzed descriptively. The result
shows that Kamala Beach has potentials to be developed as a tourism area especially the beach area.
Having been promoted by the government aiming at earning money from tourism after being restored,
the Tsunami disaster area of Kamala Beach has more people doing their business the same as before
the incident. The main type of Kamala Beach tourism is beach tourism, and more guest houses are
being built for long-stay tourists. This results in a tourism area development conflicting with the standard
criteria for curbing the damage from natural disasters. In addition, the whole Phuket town plan was also
revised to facilitate more development. According to the new town plan, rural and agriculture areas were
developed to be low-density residential areas. This contrasts sharply with the criteria for the development
of Tsunami disaster area that area development should be avoided as much as possible. Therefore,
some regulations or law pertaining to this issue should be enforced in the area. These regulations or
law can reduce damage from Tsunami in the future for tourists and people in community to travel and
stay with confidence, and they can also evacuate promptly in case of emergency. Guidelines for the
development, thus, should be planning according to the potential of the area, zoning the area according
to land use such as tourism area, commercial area, residential area. Also, measures to reduce damage
from Tsunami in the future should be implemented, such as doing construction according to engineering
theories, employing evacuation plan, educating people in the community about Tsunami, etc. There still
have non-used areas in Kamala Beach that should be developed for agritourism. The tourism should
be promoted according to the quality of soil in the area for long-stay tourists to show the long agricultural

lifestyle of Kamala local people.
