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Uses and Illumination in public spaces in Chiang Mai

City
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Abstract

Urban public spaces are activity places of various people that based importantly to
coexistence of society. The existence of urban public spaces has influenced to quality of life
and livelihood of the cities. Since 1960s, public spaces have been decorated by artificial
lighting at night which prolonged time of urban space usage. Illumination at night of public
spaces helps invigilation that increases safety to people. Furthermore, glitter benefits on
defining characteristic of objects correctly and guides orientation of places. However, urban
public spaces or Kuang of Chiang Mai have origination and function differently. Thus, consistent
glitter may effect to public space functions, identity and their values. This study aims to
investigate physical characteristics, recheck function and illumination pattern and inspect
relationship between illumination and advantage of public spaces in Chiang Mai. The outcome
would be benefited to an urban planning and design of Chiang Mai that merge to the needs
of residents in sustainable way. Field survey, illuminated measurement and questionnaires
are tools in collecting data of this study. The findings reveal that each public space of Chiang
Mai still keep original concepts of public spaces. However, there are some places that adapt
function be longed to group of users and activities of district. Changing the role of public
spaces reflects to delicate relationship within neighborhoods. The results also show that
[llumination at night is supported safety atmosphere in opinion of people. In additions, lighting
has promoted identifying cultural features of public spaces and turn up of surrounded
architectures that make proud to the residents. Finally, luminance at public spaces of Chiang

Mai are combined both beneficial of safety and link cultural heritage at the same time.
