Development of a Learning Management Model to Enhance Prathomsueksa IV
Students’ English Communicative Ability in Listening and Speaking
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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to 1) study current conditions of learning management
and needs to enhance Prathomsueksa IV students’ English communicative ability in listening and
speaking,2) develop a learning management model to enhance their English communicative ability
in listening and speaking, and 3) study the results of trying out the learning management model to
enhance the students’ English communicative ability in listening and speaking as follows: studying
the students’ English communicative ability in listening and speaking based on each learning unit of
the model, comparing the students’ English communicative ability in listening and speaking before
and after learning based on the developed learning management model, and comparing the English
communicative ability in listening and speaking of the students learning through use of the developed
model and those learning through traditional teaching. The sample group used in this research
consisted of 60 students from two schools in Thatum District, Surin Province, obtained by using
cluster random sampling and divided into two groups: 30 students from WatBannamkham School for
the experimental group and 30 students from Ban Thasila School for the control group.
The instruments used in this research were a questionnaire, an interview form, a Basic English test, a
learning behavior observation form, a focus-group record form, the manual of the learning
management model, 24 English lesson plans, and 5 tests of English communicative ability in listening
and speaking. The statistics employed in data analysis were mean, percentage, standard deviation,
t-test (Dependent Samples), and t-test (Independent Samples).
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The results revealed the following:

1. The study of the current conditions of learning management and needs to enhance
Prathomsueksa IV students’ English communicative ability in listening and speaking revealed that
most teachers had not focused on enhancing the students’ English skills in listening and speaking
to enable them to succeed and communicate in real situations as they were supposed to; nor was
there learning in proper contexts for strengthening the students’ practice of listening and speaking
in class to help them achieve in communicative English ability on listening and speaking. These
conditions revealed the need to increase the students’ listening and speaking skills in English
communication.

2. The results of the development and implementation of the learning management
model to enhance the students’ English communicative ability in listening and speaking revealed
the following: the theoretical concepts applied in developing the learning management model were
the constructivist theory, information processing theory, motivation theory, collaborative learning, and
task-based learning; the learning management model consisted of 6 elements: 1) Theoretical
concepts, 2) Objectives, 3) Instructional process, 4) Principles of response, 5) support system,
6) evaluation; and the 5 steps of the model being 1) Engagement, 2) Information Probing,
3) Practical Task, 4) Practice Presentation, and 5) Conclusion and Evaluation. The results of the
experts’ evaluation showed that the developed learning management model was evaluated at a high
level and the implementation of the model revealed the efficiency of learning management model
was 74.27/71.84.

3. The results of the learning management model to enhance Prathomsueksa IV students’
English communicative ability in listening and speaking revealed that 1) the listening abilities of the
students learning through use of each learning unit were 43.83, 56.33, 64.84,and 72.83 percent; and
their abilities in learning speaking based on each unit of the learning management model were 51.31,
61.90, 68.85 and 77.66 percent respectively; 2) The students’ learning achievement in listening and
speaking after learning through the developed model was significantly higher than that assessed
before learning through the model at the .01 level of statistical significance; 3) The achievement of
the experimental group was significantly higher than that of the control group at the .01 level of

statistical significance.
