This study aimed to developa curriculum al Chumchon Ban Bung Loet School in the
learning strand of career and technolosy entilled Cotlon-Ciolh Weaving Using the Line-
pulling Loom for Matthayomsueksa 3 (grade 9). The 4 specific purposes of the study
were : 1} to explore basic data concerning development a school curriculum, the needs
and recessitos for developing, 2} to develep the school curriculum, 3) to try out the
school curriculum and determine its effectiveness and 4) to evaluate the use of the
school curriculum. The instruments used for collecting data were (1) an observation
form, (2} an interview form, (3) an evaluation form on curiculum drafts, {4) plans for
organization of learning inthe learning strand of career and technology entitled Cotton-
Cloth Wearing Using the Line-pulling Loom, {5) a 30-tem d-choice achievement test, (6)
an evaluation form on skills in cotton-cloth weaving using the lng-pulling lrem with the
rubic  score rating, and (7} an evaluation form on the process appropriateness, and a
scale on satisfaction with the use of the curriculum of the teachers, students, and
parents. The statistics used fir collecting data were mean, percentage, and standard
deviation.

The results of the study were as follows :

1. The teachers opined that the curriculum lacked development to be
appropriately congruent with the locality and lack knowledge and understanding of the
curriculum implementation. /thus it was greatly necessary to develop the school
curriculumn. The learners opined that the curriculum was not in congruence with their

needs and that the curiculum should regard individual differences and could help

learners learn according to their potentials and interests.
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2. The deQe(oped curriculum drafts contained the principle, structured,
contents (consisting of : general knowledge concerning cotton-cloths, cotton-cloths and
the way of cormmunity \ife, materials for cotton-cloth wearing, and correct methods of
using them, preparing dashing cotton threads and standing cotton threads, the stage of
preparing for cotton-cloth wearing cotton-cloth wearing, and solving coth-wearing
probiems, values of cotton-cloths and holding exhibitions for works display), activities,
instructional media, and measurement and evaluation.

3. The students who learned using the developed curriculum increased their
learning achievement from before learning at the .01 level of signiticance and showed
higher process skills and attitudes toward learning than before learning.

4. The curriculum was apprepriately relevant to learners needs. The
teachers and learners showed their satisfaction with the activities. The organization of
learning was efficient. The learners gained knowledge, process skills and pesitive attitudes
toward the school curriculum

In conclusion, the developed school curriculum entitled Cotton-cloth Wearing
Using the Line-pulling Loom in the leaning strand of career and technology for
Matthayomsueksa 3 was appropriately relevant to learners and local needs because it
was development form participation of involved people. It could be effidently used for
organization of learning based on learners potentials. Those involved could implement

the results of this curriculum development In developing oreanization of learning as

appropriate,
