aimed toevaluate the bachelor’s degree in physical education program at physical
education institutes in northeast Thailand using CIPP model for evaluating the program
context, program input, learning-teaching process, and graduate quality. The sample
consisted of 126 eraduates in physical education program from phys:cal education
Institutes in Northeast Thailand in the academic years 2007 - 2008, 25 instructors, 67
graduates’ superiors, and 36 graduates work-peers with a total of 254 subjects from 4
campuses including Chaiyaphum Campus, Maha Sarakham Campus, Si Sa Ket Campus,
and Udon Thani Campus, two types of the instruments used were 3 5-ratingscale
guestionnaires, Questionnaire 1 with 39 items asked the graduates with discriminating
powers () ranging .290 - .740 and a reliability of .879 ; Questionnaire 2 with 42 items
asked the instructors with discriminating powers {ry) ranging 324 - .902 and a reliability
of .835, and Questionnaire 3 with 39 items asked the graduates superiors and
work-peers with discriminating powers (r,) ranging 318 - .958 and a reliability of .932 ;
and 2 structured - interview forms : Form 1 with 6 items interviewed with graduates, and
form 2 with 6 items interviewed with the graduates’ superiors. The statistics used for
analyzing the collected data were mean and standard deviation.
The results of the study could be summarized as follows :
1. In context, from an evaluation of the progtam context according to the

graduates’ opinions about the program as a whole, the program had appropriate quality

at a high level (X = 4.20). The item with the most appropriate quality (X = 4.55)
was that the purposes were in congruence with the - principle philosophy of the
bachelor's degree in the physical education program with the graduates in this major
field goinginto the society. The item with the least appropriate quality (X = 4.03) was
that the purposes were complete, covering being graduates in this field. Also, the
Opinions about different subject groups or subject departrﬁents as a whole showed

appropriate quality at a high level (X = 4.21). The item with the most appropriate
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quality {X = 4.36) was how much did you receive knowledge and understanding from
learning in different subject groups according to the bachelor’s degree in physical
education program’ the item with the least appropriate quality (X = 4.13) was how
much could you implement the knowlédge obtained from learning in these different
subject eroups in your work performance

The instructors’ opinions about the program as a whole showed
appropriate quality at a high level (X = 3.72). The item with the most appropriate
quality (X = 3.94) was the number of credit hours of specific subject departments. The
item with The least appropriate quality (X = 3.48) was having completeness covering
all the Program purposes.

2. In input, from an evaluation of the input of the grogram according to
the graduates’ opinions as whole, the quality was appropriate at a high level (X =
3.59). The item with most appropriate quality (X = 3.66) was the leaning place. The
item with the least appropriate quality (X = 3.47) was the instructional media,

The instructors’ opinions as a whole showed appropriate quality at a
high level (X = 3.66). The aspect with the most appropriate quality (X = 3.75) was
that the learning place was appropriate to learners, The aspect with the least
appropriate quality (X = 3.58) was instructional media.

3. In process, from an evaluation of the leaming-teaching process of the
instructors according to the graduates’ opinions as a whole, the guality was appropriate
at a high level (X = 4.16). The item with the most appropriate quality (X = 4.50)
was that the instructors have knowledge and ability concerning course contents and
have fairness in grading or evaluation. The item with the least appropriate quality (X =
3.87) was the use of teaching methods or teaching techniques which can cause students
to have knowledge of lessons ar which can stimulate students to think.

4. In product, from on evaluation of the graduates’ quality according to the
instructors’ opinions as a whole, the quality was appropriate at a high level (X = 3.57).
the item with the most appropriate quality (X = 3.72) was the personality. The item
with the least appropriate quality (X = 3.40) was the maturity.

The opinions of the graduates’ superiors and work-peers as a whole
showed appropriate quality at a high level (X = 3.94). The item with the most
appropriate quality (X = 3.98) was knowledge and ability to perform duties. The item
with the least appropriate quality (X = 3.92) was special knowledee and ability.
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In conclusion, there were appropriate quality of the program, learning-teaching
process, and the graduates’ quality at a high level. Therefore, this program could be

efficiently implemented
