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Factors Affecting Motivation on the Further Studies for Masters Degree of
The Educational Personnel in Schools under the Office of the Secondary

Educational Service Area 28
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Abstract

Education is regarded as one of the necessities of human development toward
quality. Generally speaking, educational personnel obtain different educational motivation
on furthering studies efficiently. This study aimed to investigate factors affecting motivation
on the further studies at the level of masters degree of the educational personnel in schools
under the Office of the Secondary Educational Service Area 28 and to build predicting
equation factors affecting the further studies of educational personnel. Samples consisted of
350 educational personnel selected by stratified random sampling technique. A tool
employed to collect data was a 5-level rating scale questionnaire comprising 7 aspects as
follows: educational institution, society, career, self-development, attitude on the further

studies, what needed by those concerned as well as expenditure on the further studies. Data
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were analyzed using mean, standard deviation, distribution coefficient, correlation between
variables, as well as stepwise multiple regression.
The findings of this study were as follows:

1. The factors affecting the motivation on the further studies at the level
of masters degree of the educational personnel in the schools under the Office of the
Secondary Educational Service Area 28 were composed of: attitude toward the further
studies (Xs), self-development (Xg4), needs of those concerned( Xs) and educational
expenses(X;) obtained the positive relationship with the motivation on the further studies at
the masters degree level at the .05 level of significance.

2. The variables that could predict tye motivation on the further studies
at the level of masters degree among the educational personnel on the following aspects:
attitude toward the further studies(Xs) ,self-development(X,), needs of those concerned(Xy)
as well as educational expenditure(X;) could explain the distribution of motivation on the
further studies at the masters degree level at 64.6 percent. This could be formed as

equations of raw scores and standardized scores as well.

Predicting equation in forms of raw scores:

Y/= 332 +.429xs +.335X, +.078X, +.076X;

Predicting equation in forms of standardized scores:

Z/y= 44175 +.2917, +.113Z4 +.103Z,

In conclusion, the factors affecting the motivation of the further studies of
educational personnel in the schools included the following factors: attitude toward the
further studies, self-development, needs of those concerned as well as educational
expenditure. Thus, the administrators of origin should take this into consideration to be used
as information in order to improve policies, to apply for educational development, to

manage instruction consistently with the needs of those who wanted to further their studies.
