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Follow-ups and Evaluation of Organization of Learning
and Teaching, Measurement and Evaluation of Learning
in Large-sized Classes for General Education Division

in a Bachelor’'s Degree Program
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ABSTRACT

General Education Division is a part of the bachelor's degree program
at Mahasarakham University. It emphasizes development of leamers to be well -
informed, with wide worldview, understanding nature, self, other people and
society, to be knowledge seekers, able to think logically, and use the language for
communication well. Learners must have morality and awareness of values of art
and culture of Thai society and international civic society, and must be able to
implement the knowledge in living and existence joyfully in the society. The purposes
of this study were to examine opinions of instructors and students, and to compare
students’ opinions concerning organization of learning and teaching the required
courses in the General Education Division, in languages group, humanities group,

and social sciences group in the large-sized classes. The sample used in the study
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cphsisted of 15 Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences Administrative Committes
members, 48 ins;trudtbrs, 375 students who enrolled courses in the first semester
of the-academic year 2007 and 377 students who enrolled courses in the second
semester of the academic year 2007, totally 815 subjects, obtained using the
‘multistage randorn sampling technique.  The instruments used in this study were
two 5 rating scale: questionnaires on organization of learning and teaching of the
required courses in the General Education Division. Questionnaire 1 was for
instructors comprising 75 items with discriminating powers (rxy) ranging .23 - .89
and a reliability of .98. Questionnaire 2 was for students comprising 66 items with
discriminating power {rxy) ranging .24 - .73 and .a reliability of .96.  The statistice
used for analyzing the collected data were percentage, meanand standard deviation ;
and t-test (independent samples) was employed for testing hypotheses.
The results of the study were as follows
1. The Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences Administrative

. Committee members and instructors opined concerning organization of learning and
teaching the required courses in the General Education Division in languages

: group, humanities-group and social sciences group in large-sized classes as a
whole at a medium level (X=3.42 and 3.40). When classified into each aspect,
it was found that in the aspects of purposes and scopes of contents of courses group,

* providing instructors, teaching methods, organization of learning tfeaching, activities,
and measurement and evaluation, the respondents uopinéd at a high level.
However, iﬁ the aspectsqof curricular management ; buildings and spaces, media
“and teaching aids ; and student quality, -fthe respondents opined at a medium level.

2. The studerits who enrolled courses in the first semester of the
academic year 2007 and those who enrclied courses in the second semester of
the academic year 2007 opined concerning organization of learning and teaching
require courses in the General Education Division in languages group, humanitiess

. group, and social sciences group in large-sized classes as a whole at a high level.

(')_(_=_3.69 and 3.63). When classified into each aspect, is was found that in the aspects
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of purposes and scopes of contents of courses group, providing instructors, teaching
methods, organizati()n of learning teaching activities, measurement and evaluation,
and students quality, the aspect of buildings and spaces, media and teaching aids,
the respondents opined at a medium level.

3. The students who enrolled courses in the first semester of the academic
year 2007 and those who enrolied courses in the second semester of the academic
year 2007 opined differently concerning organization of learning and teaching required
courses in the General Education Division in languages group, humanities group, and
social sciences group in large-sized classes at the .05 level of significance in the aspect
of purposes and scopes of contents of courses group.  The students who enrolled
courses in the first semester of the academic year 2007 had higher opinions concerning
organization of learning and teaching required courses in the General Education
Division in languages group, humanities group, and social sciences group in large-sized
classes than those who enrolled courses in the second semester of the academic
year 2007. However, in the other aspects they did not have different opinions.

In conclusion, Mahasarakham University should improve organization of
learning and teaching in the General Education Division in large-sized classes aids by
allocating adequate budgets and should increase student quality to be better.
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
