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ABSTRACT

Responsibility is something 1o which society gives the importance because
it is a characteristic whichcan help people live in society even though the society
many change, causing the society to be prosperous and united.This study aimed

to examine and compare responsibilities of Matthayomsueksa 4 (grade 10)
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students with different intelligence quotient at 3 levels and different emotionat
quotient at 3 levels.The sample consisted of 383' Matthayomsueksa 4 students
under the Office of Roi Et Educational Service Area in the second semester of
the academic.year 2007, obtained using the multi-stage random sampling technique.
The instruments ‘used for collecting data were a 60 — item rating-scale inventory on
responsibility with discriminating powers ranging 1.79-5.84 and a reliability of 0.72,
a 35-item multiple-choice scale on intelligence quotient with discriminating powers
ranging .26-.74 and difficulties ranging .27-.77, and a 40-item rating-scale inventory
on emotional quotient with discrinating powers ranging 2.37-4.69 and a reliability
of .87. The statistics used for analyzing the collected data were percentage,mean
and standard deviation; and Two-way ANOVA was employed for testing hypotheses.
The results of the study were as follows:

1. The students had self-responsibility and family responsibility at a medium
level while educational institution responsibility and social responsibility at a high
tevel,

2. The students with emotional quotient at a high level had higher responsibility

in every aspect than those with emotional quotient at medium and low levels;

and the students with emotional quotient at a medium level had higher responsibility
in every aspect than those with emotional quotient at a low level at the .05 level

of significance.

3. The students with different levels of intelligence quotient did not have
different responsibilities in every aspect.

4. There were no interactions between intelligence quotient and emotional
quotient which could affect responsibility in every aspect.

In conclusion, levels of emotional quotient of Matthayomsueksa 4 students could
effect responsibility in every aspect while levels of intelligence quotient did not
affect responsibility. Those involved in learning and teaching could use these
study results as information in supplement to organization of activities for promoting

and developing students’ responsibility appropriately.
