| Students Who Learned Using the Project Teaching Approach and the

Teaching the Teacher's Handbook Approach
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ABSTRACT

The project teaching approach can build awareness and responsibility
for studying and seeking various knowledge by oneself. It also provides
opportunities for all students to develop and express theit abilities in full
potentials of their own, This study aimed to compare researcher characteristics,
learning achievement and attitudes toward the teaching approaches of.
Prathomsueksa (grade) 6 students who learned using the project teaching
approach and the wusing the teachers handbook approach. The sample
consisted of 59 students from two classes : a control group, 3¢ prathomsueksa 6/2
students using teacher s handbook appsoach, and an experimental group, 29
prathomsueksa 6/1 students using the project approach attending Anuban Phon
Charoen School under the Office of Nong Khai Educational Service Area Zone
3, The three instruments used in the study were Frest plans for organization of
learning and teaching by using the project teaching approach and plans for
organization of learning and teaching by using the teacher's handbook, 9 plans
each, taught for 2 hours each ; Third, there were two subtests 5 rating — scale
inventory : subtest 1 a 40-tem 5-rating-scale inventory on researcher
characteristics with discriminating powers ranging 2.35-3.28 and a reliability of
096 ;| Second a 30-tem 4-aiternative achievement test on The Environment
aiound US Concaming Culture, Beliefe and Traditions in Amphoe Phon
Charcan, Changwat Nong Khai with difficulties ranging 0.25-0.75, discriminating
powers ranging 0.30-0.89 and a reliability of 0.80 ; and subset? a 20-item 5-
rating-scale Inventory on aftitude toward the teaching approach with
discriminating powers ranging 1.775-2.853 and a reliabllity of 0.91, The statistics
used for analyzing the collected data were mean, percentage, and standard
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deviation ; and the  test (independent sampies) was employed for testing
hypotheses.

The results of the study were as follows:

1. The students who leamed using the project teaching approach
had higher research characteristics than those who leamed using the isacher's
handbook approach at the .05 level of significance. |

2. The students who leamed using the project teaching approach
had higher leaming achievement than those leamed using the teaching
approach using the teacher’s handbook at the .05 level of significance.

3. The students who leamed using the project teaching approach
and those who leamed using the teaching approach using the teacher’s
handbook did not showed ah analysis positive aifitudes toward the teaching
approach.

In conclusion, Prathomsueksa 6 students who leamed using the pmject
teaching approach had higher researcher characteristics, leaming achievement,
and attitudes toward learning than those who leamed using the teacher's
handbook approach. Therefore, teachers should use the project teaching
approach to apply to organization of learning and teaching in the future.
