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Abstract

lliteracy can not caused problems involving organization of learning and teaching
for teacher because reading is an important tool for seeking knowledge by oneself, while
writing is an important skill in expressing oneself. This study aimed to examine contexts,
causes and guidelines for solving problems involving flaws in Thai language in the aspects
of reading and writing of first class interval students under the under the Office of Khon
Kaen Educational Service Area Zone 5 using the qualitative research method. The focus
group consisted of 12 Prathomsueksa (grades) 2 and 3 students at Phatthana Sueksa
school { a supposed name).The instruments used in the study were an interview form and an
observation form. Date were collected from field study. The collected date were checked
using the triangulation technique. The study finding were then presented by means of a
descriptive analysis.

The study findings were as follows :

1. The contexts involving flaws in Thai language included: In the community
aspect the community people’s family status was rather poor. House were crowded.
Villagers gambled. In the school aspect, the school lacked learning resources , activites and
projects, which could promote reading and writing and lacked instructional media. The
classrooms did not have adequate light. Classroom doors and windows were broken. There
was inconvenient ventilation. The lecture darks were old and damaged. The students
upstairs made noises and disturbed the students downstairs. In the family aspect the
students lived in unfriendly homes. Their parents worked in other places, leaving their

children to stay with aged relatives. Their house were crowded, damaged with poor family

status.
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2. For the causes of the flaws in the Thai language from the teacher, they used
limited instructional media, did not used technological media to help organize learning-
teaching activities and did not have remedial teacher. The teacher often scolded their
students; causing students not dare to ask questions. The teachers emphasized teaching
the contents in textbooks to finish all the contents without emphasizing problem solving for
weak students. In the parents aspects, they had work for their families. They had limited
tine for teaching their children about homework or reading an writing practices. The parents
were illiterate or were not able to read or write fluently. In the students aspects, the students
lacked learning materials, did not pay attention to learning fluently. In had no concentration.
They did not have strong health with irregular emotions.

3. For guidelines for solving the problems of flaws in Thai language: The teachers
must arrange the classrooms to have classroom climate to encourage learning and
teaching must prepare instructional media with adequacy, must have information about
strengths and weaknesses of each student, should use a variety teaching methods, should
take students to learn at other learning resources. There should be regular remedial
teaching and use technological media to help in organization of learning and teaching
teachers. Teachers should have self-deveiopment with an emphasis on enabling students
to read and write. Parents must teach reading and writing to their children while staying at
home in regularity, and should give love and care for them. The students must prepare
their learning materials and pay attention to their lessons as well at taking care of their

health and making their emotions joyful.
