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Comparisons of Attitudes toward Having Sexual
Relationship at School Age and Consumer Behaviors
of College and University Students with Different
Gender, Year of Study, and Self-confidence in

Changwat Maha Sarakham
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ABSTRACT

College and university students are personnel important to country
development. They must catch up with the moving situations in the society in order
o use them as the basic of social and national development together with
development and adjustment of behaviors and attitudes to be appropriate, and to

promote themselves leading to approach adaptation to Thai society. This study
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aimed to examine and compare attitudes toward having sexual relationships at
school age, and consumer behaviors of college and university students with
differences in gender, year of study, and self-confidence in Changwat Maha
Sarakham. The sample consisted of 724 students at Mahasarakham University,
Rajabhat Maha Sarakham University, and Institute of Physical Education at Maha
Sarakham Campus in the second semester of the academic year 2007, obtained
using the multi-stage random sampling technique. The instruments used in the study
were a 61-tem 5-rating-scale inventory on attitude toward having sexual relationship
at school age and on consume behavior, divided into 4 parts : Part 1 was a b-item
questionnaire on general data ; Part 2 was a 23-tem scale on attitude toward
having sexual relationship at school age with discriminating powers ranging .16-.66
and a reliability of .60 ; Part 3 was a 322-item scale on consumer behavior with
discriminating powers ranging .18-69 and a reliability of . 79 ; and Part 4 was a
11-tem scale on self-confidence with discriminating powers ranging .16-.33 and a
reliability of .80. The statistics used in the study were percentage, mean, standard
deviation, Three-way MANOVA, Scheffe's test was employed for multiple comparisons.
The results of the study were as follows :

1. The attitudes toward having sexual relationship at school age and
consumer behaviors of college and university students with differences in gender,
year of study and self-confidence could be summarized as follows :

1.1 College and university students with different genders had
different attitudes toward having sexual relationship at school age, and had different
consumer behaviors at the .01 level of significance. The maile students had higher
attitudes toward having sexual relationship at schoal age than the female students,
whereas the female students had higher consumer behaviors thanthe male ones.

1.2 College and university students with different year of study had
different attitudes toward having sexual relationship at school age, and had different
consumer behaviors at the .05 level of significance. The fourth-year students had
their attitudes toward having sexual relationship at school age at the highest level.
The third-year students had their attitudes toward having sexual relationship at

school age at the lowest level, while the first-year students had higher consumer

behaviors than the third-year students, and the fourth-year students had higher
consumer behaviors than the third-year students.

1.3 College and university students with different self-confidences
had different attitudes toward having sexual relationship at school age, and different
consumer behaviors at the .05 level of significance. The students with high self-
confidence had higher attitudes toward having sexual relationship at school age than
the students with low self-confidence, while the students with high self-confidenca
had higher consumer behaviors than those with low self-confidence. It was also
found that the fourth-year male college and university students with high self-
confidence had attitudes toward having sexual relationship at school age and
consumer behaviors at the highest level. The first-year female students with high
self-confidence had attitudes toward having sexual relationship at school age at the
lowest level. The second-year male students with low self-confidence had consumer
behaviors at the lowest level.

In conclusion, The results of the study will be information for parents and
those involved in follow-ups, helping, care taking, and making understanding of self-
behaving to be appropriate to the age of the students at higher educational
institutions in Changwat Maha Sarakham and other provinces to bemuch better.
