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An Evaluation of Satisfaction with Learning Organization of
Cambodia Students Studying Vocational Educational in

Chanswat Si Sa Ket
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ABSTRACT

Vocational education provision intends to develop learners and serve society,
and to have relationships with neighboring countries by providing education to young
people to have quality to respond to the needs for manpower for country
development. In educational personnel development, there must be manpower
development widely without limitations. The purposes of this study were to evaluate
Cambodian students’ satisfaction with and appropriateness to organization of leaming
teaching activities and care-taking from educational institutions and instructors, to find
out opinions of administrators, instructors, and entrepreneurial places about the
Cambodian students, and to examine problems and obstacles to learning-teaching
organization for the Cambodian students studying vecational education in Changwat
Si Sa Ket. The sample of 288 subjects consisted of 52 Cambodian students, 150
class peers, 60 instructors, 6 administrators, 10 entrepreneurial places, and 10
officials. The instruments used for collecting dafta were a scale on satisfaction with
learning organization of Cambodian students studying vocational education in
Changwat Si Sa Ket. The instruments used for colleting data were a 28-item b-
rating-scale inventory on satisfaction with learning organization of the Cambodian
students studying vocational education in Changwat Si Sa Ket with discriminating
powers (r,) ranging .23-74 and a reliability of .82, four 5-rating-scale
questionnaires : Questionnaire 1 with 39 items for asking opinions of administrators,
instructors, and officials ;| Questionnaire 2 with 10 items for asking opinions of
entrepreneurs ; Questionnaire 3 with 39 items for asking opinions of class peers ;
and Questionnaire 4 with 20 items for asking opinions of Cambodian students.
These questionnaires had discriminating powers (r,) ranging .23-74 and reliabilities
ranging .76-.92. The collected data were analyzed to find out levels of satisfaction,

appropriateness, problems, and obstacles to leaming organization of the Cambodian
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students studying vocational education, and levels of opinions of the administrators,
instructors, and entrepreneurial places about the Cambodian students. The study
resulis were presented by means of a descriptive analysis.

The results of the study were as follows :

1. The Cambodian students studying vocational education in Changwat
Si Sa Ket showed their satisfaction with organization of learning-teaching activities
and the entrepreneurial places, utilization of technology and instructional media, and
teaching of the instructors as a whole at a high level. Also, these students had
human relationship, morality, ethics, and knowledge as a whole at a high level. In
addition, the instructors viewed that these Cambedian students had quality as a
whole at a medium level. The entrepreneurial places viewed that the Cambodian
students had knowledge and ability to perform their functions as a whole at a high
level.

2. The Cambodian students studying viewed the vocational education
institutions in Changwat Si Sa Ket had organization of learning-teaching activities,
care-taking from the educational institutions, and instructors as a whole at a very
appropriate level.

3. The opinions of administrators, instructors, and officials about the
Cambodian students studying vocational education in Changwat Si Sa Ket as a
whole were at a highly appropriate level.

4. The opinions from the entrepreneurial places about the Cambodian
students studying vocational education in Changwat Si Sa Ket as a whole were at
a highly appropriate level.

5. The opinions of Thai class peers about the Cambodian students
studying vocational education in Changwat Si Sa Ket as a whole were at a highly
appropriate level. In conclusion, the Cambodian students showed their satisfaction
with organization of learning-teaching activities of these educational institutions and
viewed that these educational institutions had organization of learning-teaching

activities, and care-taking from the instructors at a very appropriate level.
