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ABSTRACT

The Office of Khon Kaen Education Service Area Zone 5 participated in
the Children’s Friends School Project in May 2007. There were 20 pilot schools
under this project, particularly schools in Amphoe Chum Phae. Children’s friends
schoocls personnel were developed by organizing training according to the projects of
children’s friends schools. Also, knowledge was used for developing schools in 4
aspects of promotion and protection of child’s rithts based on the Convention on
child’s Right 2002. Thus the Project should be evaluated to examine outcomes of
the project operation in every aspectThe purpose of this project evaluation was to
evaluated the operation, problems, and obstacles to the operation according to the
project purposes in the annual academic year 2007 using Tyler's evaluation form.
The sample consisted of 447 people from 6 schools involving the school project
with operation of the children's friend’s school project under the Office of Khon
Kaen Education Service Area Zone 5.

The schools were challified ints 2 large-sized schools, 2 medium-sized
schools, and 2 small-sized schools consisting of 135 school teachers, 72 students
who were project committee members, 60 community leaders and parents, 60
studenis who were nof project commitiee members, and 120 community leaders and
parents who were not project committee members. Three types of the instruments
used for collecting data were 2 5-rating-scale questionnaires and 1 checklist
questionnaire Questionnaire 1 was a 66-item Questionnaire for school beachers who
were chidren's friends school committee members with discriminating powers (r,)
ranging 41-92 and a reliability of .96 ; Questionnaire 2 was a 37-item questionnaire
for students who were children's friends schools committee members with
discriminating powers {r,,) ranging .43-59 and a reliability of .84 Questionnaire 3
were a 20-item questionnaire for students who were not committee members; Three
interview forms were structured-interview forms for interviewing with community
leaders, parents, and students; and a 42 item participant observation form. The

statistics used for analyzing the coflected data were percentage, mean, and standard
deviation.
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The results of the study were as follows;

1. The administrators, teachers, and students who were committee
members had knowledge and understanding of child’s rights according to the
Convention on Child's Rights as a whole at a high level. However, the community
leaders and parents who were committee members, and the community leaders and
parents who were not committee members had knowledge and understanding as a
whole at a medium level.

2. The administrators teachers, -and students who were committes
members had partipation in education provision to have knowledge and
understanding of self-evaluation, could evaluate themselves, and implemented self-
evaluation outcomes in developing the school continuo sly and systematically as a
whole at a high level. However, the community leaders and parents who were
committee members and the parents who were not committee members had those
as mentioned as a whole at 2 medium level.

3. The administrators and teachers had knowledge of SMIS program
utilization, implementation of information from the program in developing education
quality, and extension of the outcomes of making program using the group process
school and teacher peer coaching as a whole at a high level. However, the
students who were committee members, the students who were not committee
members, the community leaders and parents who were committee members, and
the community leaders and parents
who were not committee members did not have an evaluation in this objective.

4. The administrators, teachers, and students who were committee
members had knowledge of operation, development, and improvement of the library
to be school learning resource with community participation in development all the
range as a whole at a high level. However, the community leaders and parents
who were committee members, and the parents who were not committee members
had those as mentioned as a whole at a medium level

In conclusion, this project operation achieved the project purposes in

efficiency.Thus the project should continue operating.
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
