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Abstract

This research article aimed to: 1) develop English reading for critical thinking skill lesson
plans using Aesop’s fables that meet the 75/75 criteria; 2) investigate the effectiveness of English
reading for critical thinking skill using Aesop’s fables; and 3) explore students’ satisfaction using
Aesop’s fables. The sample consisted of 28 eleventh-grade students in Room 2 at the public
school in Kamphaeng Phet Province during the second semester of the academic year 2022 and
selected by Cluster sampling. The instruments were: 1) English reading for critical thinking skill
lesson plans using Aesop’s fables; 2) an achievement test for English reading for critical thinking
skill using Aesop’s fables; and 3) a student satisfaction assessment form for English reading for
critical thinking skill using Aesop's fables. Data was analyzed using percentage, mean, standard
deviation, E1/E2 efficiency, and a dependent sample T-test. The research results are as follows:
1) the efficiency of English reading for critical thinking skill lesson plans was 76.76 (E1) and 77.74
(E2), which exceeded the specified criteria; 2) the achievement of English reading skill for critical
thinking using Aesop's fables showed that the pre-test score was 11.11 and the post-test score
was 23.32. Furthermore, the post-test score was significantly higher than the pre-test at the .05
level; and 3) overall, students' satisfaction toward English reading for critical thinking skills using
Aesop's fables was at a high level.

The findings of this research indicate that incorporating Aesop's fables into English reading
activities not only enhances critical thinking skills but also serves as a source of inspiration,
fostering a deeper understanding of content relationships. Additionally, students are able to

discern the truth within the subjects they read and apply moral values to their own lives.
