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Abstract
The government aims to develop the country with the Thailand 4.0 policy to propel the

country toward stability, prosperity, and sustainability with an emphasis on education reform to
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develop people in all dimensions as well as preparing manpower and enhancing the potential of
all ages populations to become a high potential human of the country. Especially, the starting to
develop the children and youth from early childhood. Bangkok Metropolitan Administration
provides education covering all target groups by setting a compass for early childhood quality
development in line with the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) 2016-2030. Furthermore,
the 4" goal of Sustainable Development Goals is to provide security that everyone has a quality
education comprehensively and equally includes supporting opportunities for lifelong learning to
ensure that all children have access to development and quality child care in early childhood
development institutions. Educational supervision is therefore important to propel the quality of
early childhood education to achieve the goals with the systematic process as follows 1) Preparing
supervision 2) Planning supervision 3) Supervision operations 4) Evaluation of supervision 5)
Improvement and reporting of supervision results 6) Encouragement. These would be to develop
the quality of early childhood education to be effective and comprehensive in four aspects of child
development; physical, emotional-mental, social, and intellectual as specified by educational
institutions. This is consistent with the education management policy of Bangkok Metropolitan to

raise the level of education quality development to a higher level.
