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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to synthesis variables, analyze competency component
for secondary school administrators and to study the level of importance on the competency
component for secondary school administrators in the quality schools project under the office of
basic education commission. The sample was 500 school administrators and teachers in the
quality schools project under the office of basic education commission. They were selected by
stratified random sampling, according to the principles of Comrey and Lee (1992). The research
instrument was a questionnaire. The data were analyzed by using percentage, mean, Standard
Deviation, and the exploratory factor analysis.

The research results were found as follows;

1. The synthesis research framework for finding variables of the competency component
for secondary school administrators in the quality schools project under the office of basic
education commission were total 33 variables.

2. The analysis of the competency component for secondary school administrators in the
quality schools project under the office of basic education commission consisted of
9 components, 33 variables.

3. The analysis of the competency component for secondary school administrators in the
quality schools project under the office of basic education commission was over all and in each

individual aspect at a high level.
