product quality are very strict and why the request for an exception from
Thai exporters does not work.

Nithinan's ariticle analyzes the impact of the latest EU Enlargement on
Thai-EU {rade relations by applying the Economics of International Trade
framework. She considers the impacts by selecting important industries
in Thai-EU trade and evaluating the comparative advantage of these
products in order to assess the direction of the expected impacts.

Lastly, Nithi's review of the book “Social Capital and European
Democracy” gives us reflections on these two important concepts and
invites us to look into the issue further.

German Immigration Policy under Helmut Kohl and Gerhard
Schroder: A Comparative Study

The Federal Republic of Germany, with its geographical location
at the heart of Europe, large economy and laws giving freedom in
immigration, has the largest number of immigrants in the European
Union and the second largest in the world after the United State of
America. Facing waves of immigrants from all around the world,
Germany has to adopt effective measures, so that it can control the flow
of immigration and prevent the state of being a migration country.

In this article, the author compares immigration policies of two
German governments under Helmut Kohl and Gerhard Schriéder. The
differences between the iwo periods derive from different factors.
External factors are membership in the European Union, Schengen
Agreement and Dublin Treaty, which allow free movement within
member countries. Internal factors that contribute to immigration flow into
Germany are its stable political, economic and social structures. Despite
the differences between the two government perjods, immigration

Economic Globalization and Liberalisation of Trade in
Farm Products
Onnicha Jutarosaga

The international economy is believed to be influenced by liberal
idea such as Adam Smith's ‘lnvisible Hand’ and David Ricardo’s
‘Comparative advantage’, which will fead to efficiency and benefits to
everyone. These are basic principles of World Trade Organization
(WTO). However, the failures of the WTO Ministerial Conferences show
that the idea are not embedded in WTO member countries’ position in

practice.

Within the WTO, member-countries have different stances over
different agendas. They may be equal under consensus system of WTQO
decision making structure, but their bargaining power is not. United
States and European Union remain powérful in international trade
negotiations, especially in agriculture. While the United States’ position
appeared to be the leader toward agriculiural trade fiberalization, the US
still highly protect its agricultural market. On the other hand, the
European Union firmly addressed that agreement can only be reached

under reciprocal term.

Thus, agricultural trade under WTQ reveals a unique character—
a protective liberalization- in which countries demand more open
markets in their competitive sectors, while close down their sensitive
markets, especially by the powerful member countries. International

trade in agriculiural commodities, hence, will remain close because of



both actors’ agricultural policies. This leads to the conclusion that trade
liberalization, which is one of the driving forces of economic

globalization, cannet happen in reality.
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ABSTRACT
EU’s Political Integration and its Impaet to Thai Shrimp Export
Udom Chariyavilaskul

In early March of 2002, chicken and shrimp industries of
Thailand were caught off guarded and in big surprise that their
shripments were tested positive with a banned anti biotic by a laboratory
in Netherlands and was ordered fo destroyed. Throughout the same year
a total of 107 samples were tested positive and destroyed.

The above is a complete unilateral action of the European Union
(EU). The testing method which was the ultra sensitive Liquid
Chromotography-Mass-Spectormetry-Mass-Spectrometry and claimed to
be able trace residue to the part per billion metabolite from had yet to be
validated to be acceptable by wolrd food authority such as FAO/WHG for
international trade. Worse still is the absence of a maximum residual limit
(MRL) which is the normal practice for scientific test to protect fasle
positive and deviation.

Such acton by EU does not only hurt its overseas trade partners
who view this as non-tariff barriers, it also hurt some of its member
states who have to reply on supply from overseas.

Despite protest from Thai government as well as the private
sectors and political pressure even up to the point of trade retailiation,
the result was negative. The damage had been to the great extent that
the Thai chicken and shrimp industries decided to introduce a self
imposed measure by reducing or even stopping their shipments to EU. it
was noteworthy that during the same period USA and Japan who are
both major importers of Thai shrimp and chicken were having no
problem with this at all.



This paper thus aims to explain the need for EU to adopt the
kind of solid and strong political integration which is “neo functionalism”
that gives greater powers and competence fo common organizations.
Citing in the paper is the thought of the many world renowned pundits
and professors in international cooperation and political integration.

The more the enlargement of the EU and the greater difference
in their cultures, beliefs and values, the more the need for the supra
national institution 1o keep them united.

If only Thailand and its private sectors would have realized that
Europe is the home of two world wars and thus stability and security
within the Unicn is most crucial for EU, then we would learn to live and
work along and be accommeodating. This is certainly more beneficial and
fulfilling than the traditional political approach or protest.

“To grasp what the European Union is today, we have fo
undestand where it has come from” and “To ensure that the European
whole is greater than the sum of its parts and to guarantee fairness to all
union members, all EU states must work within the parameters of EU
policy” are the best quotes to sum up a neo functionalist European
Union,

The larger
the EU gets, the greater its need for coordinated and coherent policies,
and the harder it becomes to rally all members around a common
position. Call this the ‘paradox of enlargement”
